Course Description: A writing course for ESL students completing language training or nearing proficiency but needing to develop academic composition skills before taking college-level courses. Prepares students for English 125 or English 252.
Subject Prerequisites:  ESL 265 and/or appropriate multiple-measure placement by a counselor, which includes score on approved ESL test such as the CELSA. 
Course Objectives:  In the process of completing this course, students will:
A. write essays with discernable structure (beginning/middle/end).

B. write essays on assigned topics using basic rhetorical styles.

C. write summaries and reactions.

D. use cohesive devices within and between paragraphs.

E. practice peer-editing of writing assignments before final editing.

F. adhere to standard English use of prepositions, spelling, punctuation, capitalization and syntax.

G. self-monitor for false cognates.

H. follow accepted English writing conventions.

Course Outcomes:  Upon completion of the course, students will be able to:
A.  write an essay with a discernable structure and clear style

B.  respond to a prompt with minimal dependence on instructor 

C.  revise and edit own academic writing with little or no help

D.  recognize and correct ESL errors such as syntax, false cognates and prepositions.
Homework:  There will be two writing journal entries a week on your composition notebook. The goal of the writing journal is to gain fluency in writing on various topics.  Grammar accuracy is not the primary goal, but reader comprehension is expected.  Each journal entry should be at least a couple of paragraphs long. 

 Journal entries/ assignments are due at the beginning of the class period on the date due unless stated otherwise.  Some assignments will be turned in via email or online. Unless other arrangements are made, no credit will be given for homework handed in late. Extra work or makeup work will not affect your grade.
Multiple-draft writing Responses to Reading:  Each week, you will write a 3-4 paragraph response on the reading you have done in your reading class (ESL 265).  Each class meeting, you will write a draft, edit and revised them.  You will write this by hand. Give the typed-written final draft to me via e-mail.  Please do not throw away your 1st, 2nd  or 3rd  drafts.  You must attached all the drafts to the final draft when you hand it in.

chapter /editing Quizzes:  The date quizzes will be announced in advance.  If you are absent on the day of an exam or quiz, you will receive a zero score.  You will not be allowed to take the exam on a later day unless you have made arrangements with the instructor before the exam. Some exams and quizzes may be given online.
Timed-impromptu Writing in Class:  Every week, we will have a timed, 30-minute writing exercise on a given topic.  I will give you the topic and you will write a 1-3paragraph essay on it.

Final Project:  One World project

One world project is a magazine/newspaper you will create that is compiled of your home country’s and the world’s news and happenings.  You will have to start to choose a topic each week and write about it for your magazine/newspaper. You will choose to write about ten of thirteen topics listed below.  Each article must have key vocabulary words glossed at the end.   You can design a cover with graphics or simply put text.  Next, put a table of contents.  The first article is ‘about the author’ where you will briefly describe yourself.  At the end of the semester you will present your magazine/newspaper to the class and turn it in for a final grade.

Each student from the same country must choose different topics to write about.  In other words, don’t just copy from your classmates his/her topics.

This is a very important project and weighs 25% of your final grade.  You will utilize every editing and writing skills you have learned from this class to create this project.

Topics:

Politics (Government, elections, etc.)

Economy (jobs, market, etc.)

Health (exercise, cures, medicine, etc.)

Technology (electronics, internet, media, etc.)

Entertainment (music, television, movies, etc.)

Local (review of local restaurants, events, clubs on campus, etc.)

Weather (choose a day and report the weather in cities around the world)

Horoscope (create a horoscope for the different zodiac signs)

Advice Column (see ‘Dear Abby’ for an example)

Sports (explain a sport, give match results, make prediction about a league, etc.)

Food (provide a recipe, explain food from another culture, etc.)

Celebrate (research and describe a celebrated holiday)

This Day in History (research what happened in history on the day you write an article)

Additional Topics:

Did you know? (write about random facts maybe your classmates haven’t heard of)

Comic (create some comic stories)

Religion (write a page about a less-known religion)
