CATALOG DESCRIPTION

Topics include angles, parallel lines, congruent and similar triangles, circles, geometric constructions, right triangle trigonometry, the application of formulas for perimeters, areas, and volumes of geometric figures, and inductive/deductive reasoning.

COURSE PREREQUISITES & BASIC SKILLS ADVISORIES
Math 101 or equivalent.  Basic skills advisories:  Eligibility for English 126.

COURSE OBJECTIVES
Upon completion of this course, students will be able to:

· construct plane geometric figures

· apply inductive and deductive reasoning to real world situations

· apply the relationships between the sides and angles of a triangle
· apply formulas for basic geometric shapes

· form a conjecture

· apply the properties of polygons to real world applications, such as constructions

· apply the properties of circles to real world applications.

· package of materials for this class is available at the bookstore (this includes a compass and a protractor)
· 4 x 6 note cards
· scientific calculator (non-graphing)
· stapler (try the dollar store)

ATTENDANCE
If you are absent more than once in the first 4 weeks of the semester or more than 2 times in the first nine weeks you may be dropped from the course.  Attendance is a key factor in your success as a college student.  Students are expected to attend all class meetings, be on time, and be in class the entire class session.  3 absences over the course of the entire semester may result in a drop from the course.  However, if you decide to drop the course, it is your responsibility to make the drop official in the Admissions and Records office or else possibly receive an F in the course.  Also, there are to be no visitors in class for any reason.  Pagers, cell-phones, CD/DVD/MP3 players, and any other electronic device must be turned off, silenced, and out of sight before entering class.  You will be asked to leave if your phone rings in class. Also, cell phones are NOT to be used as calculators.  

It is distracting, rude and unfair to classmates and to the instructor when a student is late.  Leaving class at anytime during the lecture will not be allowed.  Please use the restroom/make phone calls before class or at the designated break times.  If you leave class at any time & return, it will count as a tardy.  Two tardies will be counted as an absence.  You are responsible for telling me, at the end of class, that you were tardy.  If I mark you absent and you do not tell me of your tardy, you will remain absent.  If you leave class early, you will be marked absent.  Students with chronic tardiness may be dropped from the course.  
HOMEWORK
You are strongly encouraged to do the homework assigned everyday.  It is necessary to practice the concepts so that understanding can be achieved.  All homework assigned in class should be completed for the next class session.  (Any athlete or musician requires practice to improve his/her performance.  The same concept applies to anyone learning new subject matter.)  Two (2) sections of homework will be collected and graded on test day.  Each section is worth fifty (50) points.  I will randomly choose which 2 sections on test day, so be sure you have all sections completed and ready to turn in and with you in class on test day.  Homework is graded upon completeness, neatness and effort.  Problems must be written out (except the word problems) and all work must be shown in order to receive credit.  The final answer to each problem should be highlighted.  No late homework is accepted!  Homework with frayed edges from a spiral notebook will not be accepted.  Being absent does not entitle you to turn in the assignment late.  It is your responsibility to make sure it is turned in when it is due.

Upon entering class, please list on the board the problem numbers you would like me to review from the homework with the class.  If the problem number is already listed, please place a check mark (() next to it so that it is apparent that more than one person is requesting that problem.  Approximately six (6) of the most requested problems will be addressed, as time allows.

There will be quizzes and in-class assignments including, but not limited to, group work and individual assignments. No in class assignments can be made up so attendance is very important.  These assignments will be included as part of your HW grade.

EXAMS
