                                  SYLLABUS
COURSE DESCRIPTION:  This course will examine the social, economic and political roles of women in the United States from the Pre- Columbian era through the colonial period and up to the present day.   Contributions of women from various racial and ethnic groups will be examined.

COURSE OBJECTIVES: 

*** Students should be able to identify the various roles women have played in shaping United States history.
*** Students should be able to identify and analyze the causes of the suppression of women in the United States

*** Students should be able to compare the achievements of women in the past with the current situation of women in the United States

*** Students should be able to examine and describe the ways in which women of various racial and ethnic groups have related to one another and impacted the economics, politics, and society of the United States

*** Students should be able to identify problems facing women and formulate a plan for addressing present and future problems.

Little Women = themes: Civil War period, traditional gender roles, challenging stereotypes of gender roles, women and the stability of the family 
Places in the Heart=  1930’s Depression, women and the workforce, the independent woman and society, economic independence of women vs. male dominated financial world, society
