COURSE DESCRIPTION

Arithmetic operations on whole numbers, fractions and decimals:  application of order of operations to simplification of mathematical expressions, word problems and applications of arithmetic using ratios, proportions and percents.  This course is designed as a quick review of college arithmetic to prepare the student for MATH 256 or MATH 101.
COURSE OBJECTIVES
In the process of completing this course, students will:

· Develop an understanding of the base ten number system.

· Practice with and master basic addition and multiplication facts of single digit whole numbers.

· Learn, extensively practice and apply the concepts of addition, subtraction, multiplication and division of single and multiple digit whole numbers and decimals.

· Learn, extensively practice and apply the concepts of addition, subtraction, multiplication and division of fractions.

· Use ratios to compare two quantities with the same units.

· Use rates to compare two quantities with different units.

· Set up the four elements of a proportion.

· Determines whether a statement is a proportion.

· Solve a proportion with an unknown element.

· Convert numbers between decimal, fractional and percent forms.

· Translate a percent problem into an equation /proportion and solve.

REQUIRED MATERIALS

3-ring binder, plenty of college ruled paper, pencils, 4 x 6 note cards, highlighter, and graph paper.
ATTENDANCE

You are expected to attend all class sessions, be on time and be in class the entire class session.  Calling or emailing me to tell me you will be absent does not excuse you.  There are no excused absences.  If you do miss a class, for any reason, it is your responsibility to learn the material covered in class that day.  If you decide to stop attending class, for any reason, it is your responsibility to drop this class.  The necessary forms are available in the Admissions & Records Office.  Students who fail to show on the first two days of class are automatically dropped.  Four (4) absences may result in an automatic drop or a grade of “F” from the course, depending on the date.
BEHAVIOR

Your classmates and I would greatly appreciate you take care of any personal needs (using the restroom, getting a drink, sharpening a pencil, making/receiving phone calls) before class begins.  You may not use a calculator of any kind in this class, including your cell phone.  Please do not bring guests to class. 

Any student(s) caught cheating on any test will receive a zero (0) for that test.  If there is a second incidence of cheating, then you will receive an F for the semester regardless of your current grade.
PARTICIPATION

Each student will begin the term with fifty (50) participation points.  Each absence results in a loss of five (5) points.  Each tardy will cost you two (2) points.  Leave class early, will cost you two (2) points. If it becomes your habit, then it will be consider as absent and you will lose five (5) points of participation.
HOMEWORK:  Homework Assignment sheets for each chapter will be given in the beginning of the chapter.  Assignments will always be collected the next class session.  Each assignment will be worth 10 points and will be graded on completeness, neatness, and effort.  Problems must be written out (except word problems) and all work must be shown in order to receive credit.  NO LATE HOMEWORK WILL BE ACCEPTED!  Note:  Being absent the day homework is collected does not entitle you to turn it in late!

TESTS:  Five tests, worth 100 points each, will be given.  There are NO MAKEUPS for missed tests.  NO EXCEPTIONS!!  If you absolutely must be absent on the day a test is scheduled, you may discuss with me the possibility of taking the test early.

FINAL EXAMS

A two hour comprehensive final exam worth 100 points will be given at the end of the semester during finals week.  This final exam is optional and may be used to replace a lowest test score or a missed test.  The final may not be used to replace the homework grade or attendance.

· Your homework score, test scores, and participation grade will be added up and divided by 650 (total possible points for the semester).  This will give the percentage of the total possible points you have earned this semester.  Your grade will then be determined by the following grading scale
