Course Description:  This is a one-semester course designed to prepare the student for a course in college algebra.  The topics covered in this course are 1)  Operations with integers, 2)  Evaluating Expressions,   3)  Polynomial operations,   4)  Solving Equations and 5)  Rational expressions
