OBJECTIVES AND OUTCOMES:

Students will develop a basic awareness of proper vocal technique.

Students will interpret basic music notation on the staff as it relates to the vocal score, including note names, time signatures, key signatures, and accidentals as they relate to music theory.

Students will demonstrate an understanding of basic rhythmic notation including sixteenth notes and rests, eighth notes and rests, quarter notes and rests, half notes and rests, and whole notes and rests as it relates to their vocal score.

Students will demonstrate a practical understanding of music notation by reading and singing notes, and counting out loud.

Students will demonstrate a basic understanding of Sol-Fa syllables.

Students will demonstrate an understanding of appropriate vocal tone, posture and intonation.

Students will apply their knowledge through vocal performance.
