Course Description:
This class is an introduction to the fundamentals of music.  Over the course of the semester, we will discuss basic music theory and notation.  Topics will include clefs, intervals, scales, chords, key and time signatures, melodic design, basic ear training, keyboard training, and sight-singing.

Attendance:
Regular attendance is strongly recommended.  More than six absences will result in an automatic drop/fail.  Each unexcused absence will lower your grade by 3%.  Absences may be excused in circumstances of extreme illness (with proof of a doctor’s note) or a death in the student’s immediate family.  The instructor must be notified as far in advance of the absence as possible.  In case of either excused or unexcused absences, it is the student’s responsibility to make up the material he or she has missed.  Class will begin promptly at 10:00 each morning.  If a student is tardy, it is the student’s responsibility to check at the end of class that he or she was not marked absent.  An excessive tardy of twenty minutes or more will constitute one unexcused absence.  Four tardies will constitute one unexcused absence.
Grading:
Your grade will be determined from a combination of class participation/attendance, weekly homework, quizzes, a cumulative final examination, and a final project.  Completion of all portions of the class is mandatory.  The rubric is as follows:
