                      BEGINNING ALGEBRA
COURSE DESCRIPTION:  Operations with signed numbers, algebraic expressions, linear equations and their graphs, inequalities, systems of equations, exponents and polynomials, factoring, and rational expressions

BASIC SKILLS ADVISORY: Eligibility for Engl 126

SUBJECT PREREQUISITE :  Math 250 or equivalent or Math 256
REQUIRED TEXT:  Charles P. McKeague, Elementary and Intermediate Algebra, Saunders College Publishing, 2007.
MATERIALS  NEEDED:

ATTENDANCE:  Students are expected to attend all class meetings, be on time, and be in class the entire class session.  The only excused absences are those due to a school related activity or a requirement to appear in court.  Calling me to tell me you will be absent does not excuse you.  Four (4) absences may result in a drop from the course.  However, if you decide to drop the course, it is your responsibility to make the drop official in the Admissions and Records office or else possibly receive a grade of F.

Behavioral Standards:  
Your classmates and I would greatly appreciate that students in the class take care of any personal needs (i.e., using the restroom, getting a drink, sharpening a pencil) before class begins.  Please turn your phone off when entering the class.  You may not use your phone as a calculator.

TARDIES:
Students are expected to be on time.  It is distracting, rude and unfair to fellow classmates and to the instructor when a student is late.  Two tardies will be counted as an absence.
PARTICIPATION GRADE:  Each student will begin the 9-week term with twenty-four (24) participation points.  Each absence will result in the loss of six (6) participation points, and each tardy will cost you three (3) points.  If you are absent more than four (4) times, you will continue to lose points per absence or tardy, but now these points will be taken from other earned points, such as homework and tests.  If you leave class early you will lose three (3) participation points!

TARDIES:  Students are expected to be on time.  It is distracting, rude and unfair to fellow classmates and to the instructor when a student is late.  Two tardies will be counted as an absence.  You are responsible for telling me, at the end of class, that you were tardy.  If you do not tell me of your tardy, you risk losing six participation points (an absence) instead of just three points (a tardy)

HOMEWORK:  There is an assignment sheet for each chapter and these are all included in the lecture note packet available in the bookstore.  Assignments will always be collected the next class session.  Each assignment will be worth 10 points and will be graded on completeness, neatness, and effort.  Problems must be written out (except word problems) and all work must be shown in order to receive credit.  NO LATE HOMEWORK WILL BE ACCEPTED!

Please Note:  
· Being absent the day homework is collected does not entitle you to turn it in late!
· With my permission, an assignment may be turned in later in the day on the same day the assignment was collected but it will receive a maximum of 8 points.
MAKEUP ASSIGNMENTS: An optional makeup assignment will be listed on the assignment sheet for each chapter.  This makeup assignment is worth ten (10) points and can be used to help makeup missed assignments, increase low homework grades or as extra credit homework points.
CUMULATIVE REVIEWS:  There will be cumulative review assignments made after tests for chapters 2 through 5.  Each cumulative review will be worth 25 points, for a total of 100 points in the semester.  These reviews will be turned in on the next class session after the exam.  There are no makeups for the cumulative review.  Cumulative Reviews turned in late (1 day) will receive a maximum of 15 points.  Any reviews turned in more than one day late will receive no credit.

TESTS:  Six tests, worth 100 points each, will be given.  There are NO MAKEUPS for missed tests.  NO EXCEPTIONS!!  If you absolutely must be absent on the day a test is scheduled, you may discuss with me the possibility of taking the test early.

FINAL EXAM: A two hour comprehensive final exam worth 100 points will be given at the end of the 9-week session during the last class meeting.  This final exam is mandatory   and counts as another exam.  However, it may also be used to replace a low test score or a missed test.  The final may not be used to replace the homework grade or participation grade.

GRADING:

· HOMEWORK:  All of your homework scores will be added up and divided by the total possible points for the semester.  This number is then multiplied by 100 to give a score between 0 and 100.  Homework counts for 20% of your grade.

· TESTS:  All of your test percentages and the final will be averaged.  This will give you a score between 0 and 100.  Tests count for 65% of your grade.
· CUMULATIVE REVIEWS:  All of your cumulative review scores will be added up to give a score between 0 and 100.  Cumulative reviews count for 10% of your grade.
· PARTICIPATION:  Your participation points will be divided by 24 (total possible) and then multiplied by 100 to give a score between 0 and 100.  Participation counts for 5% of your grade.

Example:  If your homework grade is 75, participation is 90, cumulative review is 85 and your exams grade is 85, then you would compute your grade as follows:  


(.25)(75) +(.05)(90)+(.10)(85)+ (.65)(85)= 18.75+4.5+8.5+55.25 = 87
