The journal article must be referenced (in full) with the submitted paper. The paper is to be double-spaced and typed. The length is 2-3 pages. 

Exams:

There will be 2 exams, the first will be due 03/28/2008 and the final will be due 05/14/2008. These exams will cover a wide ranged of information covered in the course. There will be announcements and other information provided regarding the exams as the course progresses. The exams will include: True/ False, Multiple Choice, and Short Essay questions.

Cheating is defined as the practice of fraudulent or deceptive acts for the purpose if improving a grade or obtaining course credit.
