Course Goal:
At the completion of this course, students will be able to produce and to critically analyze informative and persuasive oral presentations.  To develop skill in these forms of discourse, students will demonstrate skill in organization, management of evidence, reasoning, listening, delivery, and the use of APA style manual.  

Learning Outcomes:


Upon completion of the course, a student should be able to:

1. research, organize, and deliver a public speech;

2. analyze and understand different audiences;

3. present informative and persuasive speeches;

4. select and employ audiovisual aids for speaking assignments;

5. handle normal speech apprehension;

6. engage in active listening behavior;

7. understand the importance if ethical practice in speech research, organization, and delivery;

8. evaluate a speech based upon theory presented in the course;

9. present messages in special circumstances, such as ceremonial occasions and group discussions.
Group Work:  

Each student will be a member of a group in this class.  Groups will be chosen at random.  There will be many in class exercises that require group work; group members can also serve as study partners.  If you are not planning to do your share of work in your group, please drop this course immediately. 

Attitude:  

Some people start college with a “high-school mindset.”  They are passive and they do the minimum they need to get by.  Their attention is elsewhere.  Gradually these people realize that college is not high school; recognize that doing the minimum to get by will result in a grade lower than a “C.”  Coming to each class and participating, completing all assignments on time, and taking all exams should result in at least a “B.”  An “A” student, not only does the above work, but also demonstrates thoughtfulness in discussions and choice of speech topics, plus integrates excellent APA style into writing.

Classroom Deportment:
· Cheating, plagiarism, and disruptive behavior will not be tolerated.  Cheating and plagiarism will result in a zero on the assignment.  If another instance of cheating or plagiarism occurs, the student will receive a grade of “F” for the class.

Attendance:
· Drop Policy:  Students will be dropped during the first week of the semester if they are absent 1 day without informing the instructor.  This includes the first day of class.  During the first 4 weeks of the semester, students will be dropped from the class after 2 absences.  Absences do not have to be consecutive.  Also, being tardy or leaving early 2 times (or any combination) will count as 1 absence.  

· If a students is involved in school activities or court dates that require the student to be absent, see instructor the first day of class.  Official, written documentation is required.  Absences due to any other appointment will not be excused.  I do not allow make-up work at all, except in extreme circumstances.

· A student who misses a class period in which speaking schedules are made will be arbitrarily assigned a speaking day.  Students who miss class periods are expected to find out speaking schedules from other classmates and be prepared to speak on the assigned day.
· Students are not allowed to miss major speaking assignments.  Students who fail to present major speeches cannot assume that they will be allowed to make up assignments in subsequent class periods.
· Missed speeches can be made up only at the discretion of the instructor.  The instructor’s make-up policy is dependent upon (1) whether a missed speech is excused (accompanied by a doctor’s certificate or other documented verification) or unexcused; (2) past student attendance behavior; and (3) whether there is sufficient course time to accommodate a missed presentation.
