COURSE DESCRIPTION

Arithmetic operations on whole numbers and fractions:  application of order of operations to simplification of mathematical expressions, word problems and applications of arithmetic.  This course is designed as a quick review of college arithmetic to prepare the student for MATH 256 or MATH 101.
COURSE OBJECTIVES
In the process of completing this course, students will:

A.
develop an understanding of the base ten number system.

B.
practice with and master basic addition and multiplication facts of single digit whole numbers.

C.
learn, extensively practice and apply the concepts of addition, subtraction, multiplication and division of single and multiple digit whole numbers.

D.
learn, extensively practice and apply the concepts of addition, subtraction, multiplication and division of fractions.

REQUIRED MATERIALS

3-ring binder, plenty of college ruled paper, pencils, 4 x 6 note cards, highlighter, eraser
ATTENDANCE

You are expected to attend all class sessions, be on time and be in class the entire class session.  Calling or emailing me to tell me you will be absent does not excuse you.  There are no excused absences.  If you do miss a class, for any reason, it is your responsibility to learn the material covered in class that day. All homework assigned in class should be completed for the next class session, as it will be collected after reviewing homework questions.  This means that homework will be collected everyday, except the day after a test.  (Any athlete or musician requires practice to improve his/her performance.  The same concept applies to anyone learning new subject matter.)  Each section is worth twenty (20) points.  Homework is graded upon completeness, neatness and effort. All homework problems must be copied and all work must be shown in order to receive credit.  No late homework is accepted!  Homework with frayed edges from a spiral notebook also will not be accepted.  Being absent does not entitle you to turn in the assignment late.  It is your responsibility to make sure it is turned in when it is due.

QUIZZES/TESTS
There will be a quiz or a test at least once a week, plus a comprehensive final exam.  Each quiz is worth fifty (50) points; each exam is worth one hundred (100) points.   The final exam is worth two hundred (200) points.  No exam will be given early or late, nor may they be made up if missed.  No exceptions!  Please do not ask.  The final exam is scheduled for Friday, August 1st during regular class time.

GRADES

Tests account for 70% of your grade.  Homework accounts for 30% of your grade.  The following scale determines your course grade.
