Course Description (Catalog): Beginning course in conversational and written Spanish for non-native speakers; intended for students without previous exposure to Spanish.  Introduction to pronunciation, vocabulary, idioms, grammar, basic composition, and exploration of the cultures of Spain and Latin American and the Hispanic cultures of the U.S. 
Course Description (for this particular section):
This course stresses communication skills in Spanish.  Much of the practice work will be done in pairs.  The goal is for beginning students to acquire minimal conversational ability in Spanish.  By the end of the semester you will have studied the present and past tenses.  In the process, you will learn certain cultural details.  For example, you will learn that there two ways of saying “you” in Spanish. And they are not interchangeable.  It is assumed that you are in this class because you want to learn how to communicate in Spanish.  You will not have developed that ability completely by the end of the semester, but you will be surprised at how many communicative skills you will have acquired.  

Course Outcomes:  Upon completion of this course, students will be able to:

A. Engages in conversation, applying “survival skill” Spanish outside of the classroom in a variety of contexts within the limits of personal language experience.  These contexts include people; describing oneself; talking about family, friends, pastimes and habits; and making plans.

B. Choose, evaluate and apply the correct usage of basic grammatical structures to express ideas, describe present events, ask simple questions, and respond, both orally and writing, to simple questions.

C. Read and understand specific pieces of information from authentic, graphically-represented text such as ads, short magazine or newspaper articles, and short stories.

D. Meet and get to know native speakers of Spanish through face-to-face contact, personal correspondence, the Internet, or travel.

E. Have a greater understanding and appreciation of the diversity of Hispanic cultures and the products of these cultures.

Course Objectives: In the process of completing this course, students will:

A. Understand and interact in simple spoken Spanish within the range of vocabulary topics and structures covered in this course.

B. Vocabulary and grammar structures in order to communicate ideas both vocabulary and in writing, in the present tense.

C. Understand basic written texts using contextual clues, vocabulary recognition, grammar knowledge, cognates and inferences.

D. Review, recall and use previously learned vocabulary and grammatical structures while continuing to augment and expand this base of knowledge.

E. Compare and contrast the target language and culture with the language and culture of the U.S.

F. Demonstrate a low beginner level of proficiency in the five skills as mandated by the competency guidelines of the American Council on the Teaching of Foreign Languages (ACTFL): listening comprehension, speaking, reading, writing and an understanding of the people and cultures of Spanish-speaking countries.

EVALUATION
Chapter Exams: Spanish 1 covers Chapter 1 to Chapter 6.  There will be a total of six chapter exams.  See the tentative class schedule for exam dates and material to be covered.  The final exam is not comprehensive; it will only cover chapter 6.  Please note that make-up exams will be only given with an instructor's excuse.

Preparation and Homework:  In order to reinforce classroom learning, it is necessary to study the lesson and do the assigned exercises before class.  Late assignments are not accepted.  You are expected to dedicate two hours of preparation for every hour of class time and to come to class day prepared i.e with completed homework and all books and materials.  Don’t get behind.  Learning a language is the result of cumulative efforts.  Trying to “cram” this week to make up for what you didn’t do last week is not an effective way of learning a language and will make your future progress difficult.  
Quizzes: There will be at least three quizzes, and it will be based on the homework and/or previous lessons.  Missed quizzes cannot be made up, therefore, class attendance is extremely important.   Pop quizzes may also be given as part of this grade.
