Course Description
This course is designed to provide both a practical introduction to the fundamental principles of public speaking and a forum for practicing the public speaking skills. Theories of human communication and their functions in contemporary public settings, experiences designed to enhance fundamental communication skills, research, organization, reasoning, listening, and problem solving—through a series of oral presentations.

At the completion of this course you should be able to construct and deliver a speech with communicative competence and confidence.  Students will also be able to produce and criticize informative and persuasive oral presentations.  To develop skill in these forms of discourse, students will demonstrate skill in organization, management of evidence, reasoning, listening, delivery, and the use of a style manual.

Assignment Details
Cultural Artifact Speech 
The purpose of this assignment is to allow students a chance to share an aspect of their culture with the class.  Culture relates to language, values, traditions, dress, and even music.  It is therefore, not restricted to ethnicity.  Through this activity you will learn about other cultures and increase your understanding of public speaking.

To start you will bring to class an artifact or object that symbolizes your cultural identity and explain it to the class. 

1. Develop one theme (topic) that is symbolized in the cultural artifact you bring to class.

2. Use an introduction that captures the attention of the audience and introduces the artifact.

3. Use an extemporaneous speaking style.

      4.   The presentation should be 2-3 minutes.

Informative Speech
The objective of this assignment is to provide students with experience in informative speaking.  Each presentation should be audience adapted, organized, extemporaneous and informative.  Using the forms of support discussed in the text, develop construct a speech that addresses one of the following:

1. Speech about processes:  This speech describes how something is done, how something comes to be, or how something works. 

2. Speech about events:  This speech describes or explains significant interesting, or unusual occurrences. 

3. Speeches about places and people.  This speech describes significant or unusual places or people.

4. Speeches about objects:  This speech addresses anything that is tangible, that can be perceived by the senses

5. Speeches about concepts:  This speech explains ideas, theories, principles or worldviews.

Procedures:

Select one of the above and develop a 4-6 minute presentation.

1.    The speech should be carefully organized and contain a clear purpose statement.

2.    Use visual aids where appropriate.

3.    Use an extemporaneous speaking style.

4.     A full sentence outline with reference page is required before the speech.

Persuasive Speech

The objective of this assignment is to provide students with experience in persuasive speaking.  This assignment represents a culmination of the components of public speaking that have been examined in this class. 

Select one of the major persuasive functions discussed in the text.  Your persuasive goal may be to adjust listener attitudes, beliefs, and values, urge action or answer opposing views.  Even though a persuasive message may entail each of these functions, for purposes of this assignment, focus on one.  

1. Adjusting Attitudes, Beliefs and Values:  This speech should focus on the reasons why the audience should accept the position the speaker is advocating.  

2. Action:  This speech calls for audience members to act in a particular fashion.    The action should be workable and provide some degree of solvency.

3. Opposing Views:  This speech requires the speaker to refute a commonly held principle, policy, or idea.

Procedures:

1. Prepare and deliver a 6-8 minute presentation as discussed above.

2. Arguments and contentions should be carefully organized and supported with contemporary credible evidence.

3. A full sentence outline and reference page  is required before your speech day.

Reflection Papers
Following each speech you will be required to write a 2 page response paper.  In these responses you may write about what you feel you did well, what you want to work on for your next presentation, and your overall feelings of the experience.  The purpose of this assignment is for you to reflect back on what you did.  Each of these reflections will be do the following class session after you have presented.

Peer Evaluations

Throughout the semester, you will periodically be asked to give written and/or verbal critiques of your classmates’ performances.  This is a mandatory part of the class.  Unlike other classes you may take at the college level, this class has a hard time functioning unless all students are present to give suggestions, offer praise, and get help/advice from other classmates throughout the semester.
Attendance:  

· Attendance is important in every performance course. In-class activities and exercises require your attendance; your classmates need listeners. More then two unexcused absences will affect your overall participation points. Perfect attendance can boost up a borderline score.

· You cannot miss a scheduled performance. Thus, arrange schedule conflicts when the speech is assigned, rather than risk losing your entire performance grade. Don’t count on a make up performance. 

Classroom Deportment:
Each student is expected to respect the rights of the other students in the class and the instructor.  The exploration of controversial ideas is an essential component of this class. Students who do not behave in a respectful manner will be asked to drop the class. 

Please turn cell phones off before coming into class (this does not mean vibrate, it means off).  Chat with your friends and family on your own time outside of class. The use of electronic devices during class time is a huge distraction to the learning environment and is unacceptable. 

Due to the uncontrollable magnetism to sites like Facebook, Myspace, and Youtube laptops will not be allowed in this classroom.  Instead, learning will be conducted in an “old Skool” manner, with historical things such as pens, pencils, and paper, which can be used for note-taking.
