Course  Objectives

Upon completion of this course, the student will be able to:
· The students will be exposed to factors influencing the human socialization process.

· Students will critically examine family, styles of parenting, child care, gender equity, children with special needs, values, moral dilemmas, community, and mass media.

· Students will research intervention services available in Fresno County for children and families in need.

Student Outcomes
Upon completion of this course, students will be able to:

· Identify the major factors influencing the human socialization process.



· Assess more accurately indicators of detrimental language and treatment of children as it applies to their developing personality.

· Promote environments and treatment that leads to the pro-social socialization of children.

· Make referrals for children and families to agencies that can offer intervention services.

Learning Community: Hand-in-Hand
This class is part of a “learning community” which links two different classes together with a cohort of students.  This learning community may include use the same text, a combination of shared assignments that are graded by both instructors and counted towards both classes, and open communication between both instructors and students. Several students in the class may be enrolled in the learning community with English 125.   Please see the last page of this syllabus for assignments and information pertaining to the learning community.  All shared assignments for students enrolled in the LC are to turn their assignments into Ms. Davidson on the assigned date.  
Assignments/Requirements

Assignments may vary weekly. This may include written work, role-playing, individual and group activities, weekly reflection writing, article reports, or assessment questionnaires. For some assignments you must be present in class to receive credit. Students are expected to come to class prepared and ready to discuss reading assignments.  For every hour of class students should expect to spend two hours of study/assignment time outside of class. 
· All assignments are to be typed unless otherwise specified by instructor.

· All assignments must be neat and clearly labeled with student name, date,

       title of the assignment, and class day/time.

· Papers should be single - spaced, 12 point font, one inch margins in an easy to read font.

· Always make a copy of your work.  

· Late assignments – Students are allowed ONE late assignment.  Projects are assigned well in advance and must be submitted on time.  If you know you will be absent you may turn your work in early or make other arrangements with the instructor.  After one late assignment, no late work will be accepted.
Assignments  



 (LC) –Shared assignments with English 125  
1. Identity Box – Find a box of any kind that works best for you (cigar box, shoe box, basket with lid).  Reflect on your communities in any way you choose.  You may paint and/or decorate you box.  You may add things inside and out as preferred.  Use this box to describe who you are and about the communities you live in.  Be prepared to share this box in class.  (25 points)

2. Think Back Activity (LC)– A narrative writing assignment in which you reflect upon the place or places you grew up.  (50 points)
3. Article Review (LC) – Find and review an article pertaining to gender equity in the classroom. This article may be from the Reedley College Database, early childhood publications, web articles, magazines, or text books.  Write a two-page summary of the article including a personal response. Attach a copy of the article to your paper. Be prepared to share your summary in class. (25 points)
4. Community Resources –Two resources will be required.  You will need to research and document two different community resources that support children and families.  A one page written informational page will be expected for each resource. Be prepared to share resource information with the class. (25 points each)

5. Participation/Attendance/Activities – Reading the text and handouts as well as attending class and participating in class activities and discussions are essential to your learning.  You must be present in class to receive these points. 
(10 class activities = 5 points each / Attendance = 50 points) 
6. Discussion Board/Journal Entry – This assignment is a split between LC and non-LC students.  LC students will follow the ENG 125 Discussion Board framework.  Non-LC students will write or type journal entries to be turned in weekly. (50 points)

7. Two quizzes (50 points each)

8. Socialization Report (LC) – Your final exam will be based on a completed socialization report.  A five page typed report will be required.

and a written summary/reaction paper.  Verification of attendance must accompany

paper.  Pre-approval required. May be repeat 2 times during the semester. (Maximum 10 points)
