Course Description:  Basic theories, research concepts and principles of physical, cognitive and psychosocial development at each major stage of life from conception to old age will be explored.  This course is designed to promote critical self-understanding.  Students will apply developmental theory to major topics that occur throughout one’s lifespan.
Course Objectives:  In the process of completing this course, students will:
A. Describe the developmental attributes and characteristics of a person at different stages in the lifespan.
B. Compare and contrast the various theories of lifespan development within a given domain (i.e., cognitive learning).
C. Identify those variables that lead to normal vs. abnormal development.
D. Analyze research and its application to developmental theory.
E. Describe the stresses and interdependent relationships of people at various stages of development.

i>clicker Problem Solving Activities:

You are required to purchase an i>clicker remote for in-class participation.  i>clicker is a response system that allows you to respond to questions posed during class.  You will use your remote to take quizzes corresponding to each chapter of the textbook (totaling 95 points toward your final grade).  In addition to taking quizzes, you will also earn a total of 100 participation points for using your i>clickers in class.  In order to receive full credit, you will need to register your i>clicker remote in class by the second week of the semester.  The longer you wait to register your remote, the more participation and quiz points you will lose; So please purchase your remote immediately!  i>clicker will be used nearly every day in class, and you are responsible for bringing your remote daily.  No make-up quizzes will be given.

Writing—Movie Connection Papers:
Students will watch two movies in class and write papers relating course topics to topics seen in the movies.  You will also read, respond and discuss your papers with classmates.  These assignments are worth a total of 100 points.
*All written papers must be typed, double-spaced, and free from spelling and grammar errors (see Writing Guidelines handout for more information).
Final Exam:  
There will be a Final Exam worth 105 points.  This exam will be made up of multiple-choice questions and essays related to the textbook and materials covered in class.  It is recommended that students attend class meetings in preparation for the exam.  No make-up final exam will be given, however, you will have the opportunity to complete these questions early using Blackboard, earning extra credit points  (see Course Outline and Schedule for exact dates).
Extra Credit Activities:  You will have the opportunity to earn 24 extra credit points towards your final grade.  Sixteen of these points will come from completing the Final Exam questions and essays using Blackboard.  Eight additional extra credit points will come from completing an online quiz related to the syllabus and class policies (also on Blackboard).  No make-up extra credit will be give and you MUST complete these activities using Blackboard.
