· Identify those variables that lead to typical development and those that contribute to atypical development.

· Demonstrate effective techniques in observing typical and atypical development in children.

· Relate developmental and learning theories to language and communication skills in children birth to age twelve.

· Relate developmental and learning theories to familial relationships, child-care setting, attachment relationships, stranger anxiety, and separation anxiety.

· Recognize the impact of biological, environmental, social, political, and nutritional factors on health and well being of children and their families.

· Describe the effective use of discipline, shaping, reinforcement and modeling behavior.
