D. identify elements of subjects and predicates.

E. formulate written statements using comprehensible basic English sentences and structures. 

F. employ a limited variety of rhetorical styles: narratives, description, opinion and compare/contrast.

G. interpret simple non-linear and graphic information.

H. manage basic ESL computer word-processing skills and Internet navigation.

A.     ask and answer questions related to familiar social themes. 


B.     read and respond, in oral and written English, to simple texts related to course topics.
