Course Description:  266LS ACADEMIC ORAL COMMUNICATION

4 units: 3 lecture hours, 2 lab hours (Credit/No Credit only)
Subject Prerequisites: Use of language other than English as a primary language.  Appropriate multiple-measure placement by a counselor, which includes score on approved ESL placement test such as the CELSA, successful completion of English as a Second Language 265 or 265LS, or counselor/instructor recommendation. An oral skills course for advanced ESL students. Designed to develop communication skills in listening, speaking and pronunciation. Prepares students for college-level courses. May be taken concurrently with English as a Second Language 266R and/or 266W.
Course Outcomes:

Upon completion of this course, students will be able to--

A. take accurate notes on salient features of academic lectures.

B. give presentations on professional and academic topics with attention to grammar, pronunciation and

     intonation as well as non-verbal aspects of communication.

C. use academic vocabulary in note-taking and oral production with correct meaning, use and form. 

D. interact orally in impromptu situations using effective communication strategies and compensatory skills.

A.  differentiate between relevant and irrelevant material in listening to authentic social, professional and 
      academic English.

B.  develop lecture note-taking skills (using abbreviations, outlining and recognizing lecture cues). 

C.  listen to and practice reduced speech and idiomatic expressions

D.  develop academic vocabulary.

E.  speak comprehensibly about a variety of topics.

F.  detect and self-monitor errors in oral communication and pronunciation.

G.  utilize effective communication strategies to negotiate meaning.

H.  recognize and use complex grammatical structures.

I.   recognize and use appropriate professional and academic language functions.

J.   recognize and use paralinguistic features of language (nonverbal communication, use of filler words and 
     sounds).
