Course Description: The course provides a survey of the historical contributions of African people in South America, Central America, the Carribbean, and the United States from the 16th century to the present.  Particular attention will be given to themes of colonization of Brazil, Carribbean and the U.S. the cultural, psychological impact of the Middle Passage, the slave trade, cultures of African communities in the western Hemisphere from 1550-1880, slavery, caste system and the resulting racism , prejudice, segregation and violence on African Americans from Brazil, Carribbean and U.S. have made to the United States and the world.  Civil rights movements, the call address political, social challenges and the political and social challenges that the African American community faces in the twenty first century.

The student who completes this class will be able to:

A. Recognize the conributions of African societies to global society up to the 1500’s

B. Understand the historical economic and social factors that led to the enslavement of African people during the slave trade and its resulting physical, cultural, and psychological impact.

C. Examine the cultures ( language, religious beliefs, music and folklore) of various African communities established in the western hemisphere from 1550’s to 1880’s

D. Analyze the economic, social and political impact of slavery on the history of the United States from colonial times to the Civil War

E. Assess the impact of racism, prejudice, segregation and violence on African Americans in the United States

F. Describe the key events, participants, and outcomes of the struggle for African American civil rights, 1950’s to present

G. Analyze the role played by African Americans in the economic, social, political and cultural life, of contemporary American society

Opinion paper= You MAY not copy from another student or use any other student’s ideas. That is plagiarism= Cheating= F.  The paper will be copied , sent to dean and put in the Academic Services files for this student. 
Grade of A: stapled, title page, summary of film review/ or Narrative of the Life of the Frederick Douglass must cover at least 3 or more themes related to History 5, slave trade, Middle Passage, genocide of Africans, politics and African Americans, impact of slavery vs. Declaration of Indep., Jim Crow Laws and migration ( lynching) , segregation, the justice system and African Americans ( segregation and discrimination in the justice system) , police brutality ( racial profiling , treatment of African Americans, esp. males) 

*** Amistad: EX: Possible themes: Middle Passage and its impact on African people ( genocide), slave trade internationally vs. U..S. , the strength of the human spirit to seek freedom( Cinque) vs. the label of being “inhuman” = slave = livestock, Constitution= three fifths of a person. Cultural perceptions of Africans about themselves vs. those of Europeans, Anglo Americans

*** The Hurricane, EX: Possible themes: segregation and discrimination in the justice system ( ie. Scottsboro Boys case, 1930’s, no jury of peers), the number of African Americans on death row vs. other groups, African Americans vs. treatment by police ( segregation in 1940’s, 50’s, 60’s) police brutality and police corruption and minority neighborhoods ,(racial profiling , ie Fugitive Slave Law 1850, Louis Gates case, 2009))
**** Glory= Ex : possible themes: myth of blacks uncapable of serving in military , lack of training, lack of bravery, etc ( Rev. War, Civil War) , stereotypes of free blacks v. ex slaves ( constant conflict v. REAL history!) black soldiers proving their capabilities vs. negative stereotypes ,REAL history v. film ( Frederick Douglass’ sons serve in 54th, William Carney wins Congressional Medal Honor)

***** Rosewood= Ex: possible themes: black separatism ( discrimination v. survival) Why did blacks in the 1920’s fight for survival? Growth of KKK, how is it portrayed in the film, lynching= what is the significance of lynching for black  community v. Anglo community ( cultural perceptions) how do townspeople of Sumner view lynching, how do black residents view it? ( bring in SPECIFIC historical facts w/ Ida B. Wells- Barnett) how does economic indep for blacks act as a threat to Anglos? ( Man’s purchase of land, home ownership) Were there REAL black communities like this, why? 
(summary, how ties to class, opinion= based on 3 factual pts= who, what when, why)

NO spelling, grammar errors, No slang = formal paper, double spacing, NO handwritten words appear on any part of paper, all TERMS fully defined for reader ( ie Middle Passage, what is it? Genocide, what is it?)
