Course Description:  This course is designed to meet the pre-requisite requirements and prepare the student for Geometry and Intermediate Algebra.  This course will study operations with signed numbers, linear equations and their graphs, inequalities, exponents, radical expressions and equations, factoring, rational expressions and equations, quadratic equations and applications.
COURSE OUTCOMES:  Upon completion of this course, students will be able to:
A.
apply the operations of adding, subtracting, multiplying, and dividing to integers and rational numbers.

B.
apply the concept of like terms, to simplify expressions, and the addition and multiplication properties of equality to solve linear equations and inequalities.

C.
generate solutions to equations with two variables, use these solutions to graph the equation and determine the intercepts of the equation both from the graph generated and the given equation; solve systems of equations through the use of graphs, the addition method and the method of substitution.

D.
apply the properties of exponents to the multiplication, division, addition and subtraction of both monomials and polynomials.

E.
find the greatest common factor of an algebraic expression as the first step to its factorization; factor binomials, trinomials, and expressions with four or more terms.  Apply the techniques of factoring to solve equations of degree greater than one.

F.
reduce, add, subtract, multiply and divide expressions containing algebraic rational expressions; apply concepts of solving equations to the solving of equations containing rational expressions.

COURSE OBJECTIVES:  In the process of completing this course, students will:

A.
recognize the real number system, its subsets and how to  perform operations on numbers from these subsets.

B.
simplify algebraic expressions and solve linear equations and inequalities

C.
graph linear equations in two variables and solve systems of linear equations.

D.
simplify expressions using the properties of exponents and perform operations with polynomials.

E.
factor algebraic expressions and solve equations of degree greater than one.

F.
perform arithmetic operations on rational expressions and solve equations containing rational expressions.

Attendance:  In order to maintain continuity of subject matter regular attendance is imperative in any academic course.  Students, who do not attend class consistently, learn less and typically earn lower grades than students who do attend class consistently.  You are expected to attend all class sessions, arrive on time and stay for the entire session.  If you accumulate 10 or more absences through October 16, 2009 you will be dropped from this course.  Do not be late to class.  If you are not present when role is taken you will be marked absent.

Grading:  Grades will be based on four sets of criteria:  Homework completion, chapter exams, class participation and a final exam.
Homework:  Homework will be completed online at http://www.webassign.net.  Each problem will be graded right or wrong.  Depending on the problem type (multiple choice or short answer) you will have between 1 and 5 submissions to get it correct.  If you use up all of your submissions and want another chance to get it correct, talk to me and I may grant you more submissions.  In some cases there may be written work that will be submitted on paper.  No Late work will be accepted.  Homework will make up twenty-two percent of your overall grade in this course.
Chapter Exams:  The chapter exams will make up the majority of your grade in this course.  In most cases a chapter exam will follow the completion of a chapter in the textbook and cover the material discussed in that chapter only.  If appropriate a chapter exam may cover more or less than one chapter in the text.  The material you will be held accountable for on an exam will be clearly announced before each exam.  Your lowest chapter exam score will not be calculated in your overall grade.  Points earned from chapter exams, not including your lowest score, will account for sixty-five percent of your overall grade in this course.
Class Participation:  In this course class participation is defined as taking notes, being involved in class discussions, asking questions, etc.  Each student is awarded 50 class participation points at the beginning of the semester.  Anytime you are not participating in class due to lack of attention, causing a disruption, tardiness etc. you will lose 3 class participation points and 5 points for an absence.  Class participation will make up three percent of your grade.

Final Exam:  There will be a comprehensive final exam at the end of this course.  The final exam may not be dropped from your grade.  The final exam date for this course is Monday December 14, 2009 11:00 am – 12:50 am.  Final exam points will account for ten percent of your overall grade.
The following is an example of how a grade will be calculated for a student who earns:  120 out of 150 homework points, 300 out of 400 midterm exam points, 47 out of 50 participation points and 77 out of 100 final exam points.
