COURSE DESCRIPTION: This class will be an introduction to the visual and verbal vocabulary of art.  The focus of this class will be on learning about the social/historical context for various works of art along with the techniques used in the various media.  Through lectures, readings, gallery visits, and hands-on activities, students will develop an understanding of the elements of art, a basic vocabulary for understanding the role art has played throughout history, and contemporary trends. In other words, you will be learning why, when, and how various works of art were made as factors for how to view and appreciate art.  Instruction will include lectures, discussions, research questions, media presentations, tests, term paper, and final exam.

COURSE OBJECTIVES: The successful student will develop a greater understanding and appreciation of art through the following:  

· Identify what art is and why it exists.

· Recognize and comment on different aspects of visual works such as painting, sculpture and architecture.

· Recognize and describe elements and principles of design in any artwork.

· Describe the different media and techniques with which artists have worked.

· Identify artists of the past and present and recognize and identify their works.

· Define major art movements and/or styles and identify artists associated with them.

· Relate works of art to their historical and cultural settings.

· Express ones own opinions through critique and discussion.

STUDENT RESPONSIBILITIES:

Attendance

Required. Students are expected to attend all class meetings, be on time, and be in class the entire class session. This is a visually oriented class; you must be present. You will be tested on slides shown in class that may not be in the book.

Three absences may result in drop. *Arriving after role has been taken is considered an absence.

Lectures and Readings

Any and all information given in lecture may be on the exams, regardless of whether it is in the textbook. If you miss a class you should obtain a copy of the lecture notes from a fellow student. Along with lectures, the textbook will provide the main source for examination material and will help you with writing your paper.

Assignments

Throughout your college and professional careers you will be called upon to compile and analyze research, and express your findings in writing. 

Compare and Contrast Essay:

Select a work of art from the text (preferably a color image). Spend time looking thoroughly at this work of art, then write an analysis of it. Think in terms of subject, form and content. Look for the elements of design and the principles of organization. How is the artist using shape, color, line, and texture? How is the piece balanced? What rhythms are established? Do we get a sense of movement? How is he or she using these 

"formal" aspects to help convey a mood, or idea? Also, you may want to find out a little about the artists and the historical period they represent. What do you think was the purpose for making this piece? What do you think they were trying to say? Find another work that is similar in some way. For example, compare two portraits, landscapes, or works on a similar theme, like mother and child, the crucifixion, etc. Look carefully at both, compare, and contrast the two. Again, think in terms of form, subject and content. How are they similar? In what ways are they different? Be specific. Finally, respond to these works of art, both critically and personally. Do you think they are equally successful as works of art? Why? How do they make you feel? Do you like them? Why or why not? The writing component for this course will be a 3-5 page essay. 

Hands-on Art Project:

Thinking of the visual arts as a means of communication, create a work of art that makes a statement. It can be done in any medium you like. See what materials you might already have on hand (i.e. crayons, markers, fabric scraps, paints or any interesting objects that would serve your purpose.) It can be composed completely of collaged images or found objects so that you do not need to be able to draw. The work can make a political, or social statement or it can be of a more personal nature, but you need to be able to verbalize the basic premise of the piece. The purpose of this project is to experience some of the processes of creating a work of art. 

Art Review (approx. 500 words):

Go to an art exhibition at a museum or gallery near you. Colleges & universities often have art exhibitions on campus. Look at the whole show and give your overall impression of the show. Does the show have a theme? What kind of work does it include? Choose a piece or two to describe (as you did in the compare and contrast essay.) Did you like the work? Why or why not? Which pieces were particularly meaningful?
All assignments are due on the day listed on the course schedule. Point values for late assignments will be cut in half.

Exams


Student progress will be measured with 2 semester exams and one final exam.

There are no make up exams. Exam dates will be announced the first week of the semester, plan accordingly. Cheating will result in a failing grade. In the case of a serious verified emergency the instructor may offer a longer essay paper (8-10 pps.). Instructor must be notified of a serious emergency before the exam either by email or telephone.
