Course Objectives: 

In the process of completing this course, students will:

1. Identify key components in a quality program for the care of infants and toddlers.

2. Apply knowledge of developmentally appropriate activities for typically and 

atypically developing infants and toddlers.

3.   Review activities for bias. 

4. Understand the importance of routine and communication






5. Compare an over stimulating environment from an under stimulating environment.

6. Understand accommodations needed for children with special needs.
Course Outcomes:

Upon completion of this course, students will be able to:

A. Practice quality care and educate parents on the importance of continuity of care, individualized care, primary care, small groups, inclusion, and being culturally responsive.

B. Plan and prepare non-biased activities that are developmentally appropriate for typically and atypically developing infants and toddlers.

C. Express many forms and aspects of communication (verbal speech, intonation, sign language, pictorial, body language, facial expressions, accurate interpretation, and timing.

D. Modify environments that are either over stimulating or under stimulating, and understand the hazards of either extreme. 

E. Develop accommodation and provide a plan for children with special needs.

Assignments/Requirements:
The course requires both class attendance and lab hours.  This is a student teaching course and students are expected to come to class and lab prepared and ready to work with infants and toddlers.  In class assignments may vary weekly.  This includes written work, role-playing, group activities, journal writing, or assessment questionnaires.  For some assignments, you must be in class to receive credit.    Lab assignments will vary throughout the semester providing a broad range of teaching experiences. 

· All assignments are to be typed unless otherwise specified by instructor.

· All assignments must be neat and clearly labeled with student name, date,

title of the assignment, and class day/time.

· Papers should be double-spaced, 12 point font, one inch margins, stapled, 

and without plastic report covers. Papers on torn out binder paper will not be accepted.

· Always make a copy of your work.

· Late assignments – Students are allowed ONE late assignment.  Projects are 

assigned well in advance and must be submitted on time.  If you know you will

be absent you may turn in your work early or make other arrangements with the

instructor.  After one late assignment, no late work will be accepted.
Lab Hours:

·  48 lab hours are required – 3 hours per week from week 2 – l7 of the semester.

· There are no lab hours the first and last weeks of the semester

· Make-up lab hours are difficult to arrange so be sure to attend each week.

· Lab hours may be completed at the Reedley College Child Development Center or an


available Mentor site.  Of campus lab arrangements MUST be pre-approved.

· Students must submit written proof of completion of lab hours. Hours are to be 

tallied and signed off by the Infant Toddler Lead Teacher or Coordinator.

 ** If you have tested positive to TB in the past, take your most recent chest



      x-ray to the R.C. nurse for clearance.  Once you receive clearance from the nurse, 



      take a copy of your clearance to the Child Development Center.

Assignments:

1. Infant Toddler Rating Scale (ITRS) – Completion of 4 parts of the ITRS with ideas and/or 

recommendations for improvement in the classroom. (40 points) 

2. Observations – Two (2 ) observations will be required.  During your lab time you will need to do two observations of 60 minutes each.   During each observation write down what

you observe the adult and child saying and doing.   Be specific.  Additional observation assignment information will be handed out.  (10 points each)

3. Job Shadowing – You will be assigned primary care group and caregiver. You are to job 

shadow your caregiver twice during the semester and document all routine caregiving as 

well as emergent curriculum and relationships . (10 points each)

4. Activities – There will be three in class activities.  You must be present in class to participate.  (l0 points each)

5. Class Participation / Attendance – Reading the text and handouts provided as well

as attending class and participation in discussions are essential  to your learning.  You must be present in class to receive points.  (Participation = 30 points / Attendance = 20 points).

6. Reflection Paper -  A three page paper of your lab experience.  Write about your thoughts, ideas, and concerns. Share how you felt during your lab experience. What did you learn?  Did you need more information?  What was your favorite and least favorite part of this experience?  Discuss why you took this class and if you plan to work with infants and toddlers in the future.  ( 20 points)

7. Lab Activities – Three activities are to be completed in the classroom with the children. They may include a sensory, art, music, or outside activity.  Planning for activity will be discussed in class.  Additional lab activity information will be handed out. (10 pts. each.

8. One mid-term and a final exam – Mid-term – 40 points, Final -50 points)

Mid-term will be part written, part oral presentation.

and a provide a written summary/reaction paper.  Verification of attendance must 

accompany paper.  Must have prior permission from instructor. (Maximum 20 points)
