Course Description: An oral skills course for low-intermediate ESL students. Designed to develop communication skills in listening, speaking and pronunciation.  Prepares students for ESL 265 level courses.  May be taken concurrently with ESL 264.  
Subject Prerequisites:  Use of language other than English as a primary language.  Appropriate multiple-measure placement by a counselor, which includes score on approved ESL placement test such as the CELSA, successful completion of ESL 261I or ESL 261LS, or counselor/instructor recommendation.
Course Objectives:

listen to a variety of oral passages on social and professional topics and identify and state the main points and major supporting details with visual or other realistic support.

B.
record in writing what is heard with increasing accuracy. 

C.
practice speaking and receive feedback on topics common to familiar situations.

ask questions, make predictions, and express opinions related to topics studied.

E.
practice and receive feedback on pronunciation of basic vocabulary.

F.
become aware of, practice and receive feedback on basic intonation patterns and their use.

G.
be prompted to monitor and self-correct errors in spoken English.
