COURSE DESCRIPTION:
An oral skills course for high-intermediate ESL students. Designed to develop communication skills in listening, speaking and pronunciation. Prepares students for English as a Second Language 266 level courses. May be taken concurrently with English as a Second Language 265.

SUBJECT PREREQUISITES:
Use of language other than English as a primary language. Appropriate multiple-measure placement by a counselor, which includes score on approved ESL placement test such as the CELSA; successful completion of ESL 264 or 264SL or counselor/instructor recommendation.

COURSE OBJECTIVES:
In the process of completing this course, students will:
· Listen to a variety of oral passages on social, professional and academic topics and then identify and state the main points and major supporting details.
· Listen to and practice various styles and registers of language in a variety of social and academic situations.
· Record in writing what is heard with increasing accuracy.
· Speak clearly enough to be understood on a variety of topics.
· Be introduced to a variety of communication strategies and practice these in various professional and academic situations to negotiate meaning.
· Receive feedback on individual errors on oral communication and pronunciation and learn strategies for self-correction.
· Recognize and analyze paralinguistic features of language (nonverbal communication, use of filler words and sounds).
· Be introduced to and practice the appropriate pronunciation of professional and academic vocabulary.

COURSE OUTCOMES:
· Recognize and produce standard intonation patterns.
· Take comprehensible notes on relevant aspects of lectures by completing outlines.
· Make oral presentation on social, professional and academic topics, pronouncing key words with correct stress patterns and speaking with comprehensible intonation.
· Identify significant (listening, speaking, pronunciation) errors that impede communication.
· Apply effective communication strategies to negotiate meaning.
· Speak clearly enough to be understood on a variety of topics.

Classroom and lab assignments are DUE AT THE BEGINNING OF THE CLASS PERIOD on the due date unless stated otherwise.  Some assignments can be turned in via email or online.  Unless other arrangements are made, no credit will be given for homework handed in late.
