Student Learning Outcomes: Upon completion of this course, students will be able to:

A. Write a documented research paper of at least 1000 words which includes:

1. A sophisticated introduction,  multiple body paragraphs, and conclusion

2. An arguable thesis sentence

3. Supporting details that exhibit critical thinking and credible secondary sources

4. Correct usage of MLA format

5. Appropriate and purposeful use of quotation

6. An annotated bibliography of multiple sources

B. Write sentences that exhibit a command of the complex/compound with minimal comma splices, sentence fuses and fragments. 

C. Demonstrate sophisticated word choice.

D. Correctly use in-text citations

E. Avoid plagiarism

F. Complete a developed essay independently in class

G. Self-edit for errors and revise compositions

H. Write in the third person

I. Summarize and comprehend college level prose.

Online Site: To access the course site go to Blackboard. Login using your username (your seven-digit student ID) and password. Go to Personal Information and enter your email address. You will need to be officially enrolled before you will be allowed to enter the site. The discussion board, all of our announcements, assignments, grades and other material are available at this site. 

Discussion Board: Because this is a hybrid class, the discussion board is in many ways the heart of this class. Your participation on the discussion board is crucial to your success in the class. Here are some helpful tips:

Unlike discussion in the classroom, you have the opportunity to think carefully and deeply about the things that you post on the discussion board; you also have the opportunity to edit your remarks. 

Because this is an academic environment, do not consider the Discussion Board as text messaging or email to friends. If you utilize that kind of language on the Discussion Board you will not receive credit for your post.

Finally, it is important to know that a significant part of your grade is based on the quantity and the quality of your participation.

Grades: In addition to the Discussion Board (150 points for the semester) there will be four graded papers (100 points each). You will also write a number of Reading Responses (approximately two pages in length). You will have a midterm and a final on sentence combining worth 50 pts each.  Reading Responses will be CR/NC: each one will be worth 10 or 20 points depending on the complexity of the assignment. Essays will be graded on the basis of the class rubric. 
Late Papers: I will accept no late papers unless you have contacted me prior to the deadline for the assignment. There will be no make-ups of reading responses, discussion board posts or in-class activities for any reason.

Attendance: If you miss the equivalent of two weeks before March 13 you will be dropped. After the March 13 drop date there will be weekly CR/NC in-class activities.

Plagiarism: Use of another’s work as your own will not be tolerated. You may be required to turn in your essay to turnitin.com if I have any doubts about its authenticity.

Paper Format: All essays and reading responses must be typed, double-spaced and in 12-point type. You must submit your work to the Blackboard site. You will need to submit your essays as Word documents (*.doc) or Rich Text Format files (*rtf). Microsoft Works and WordPerfect do not work.
