                                              SYLLABUS

Course description

              This course will examine the social, economic and political roles of women in the United States from the pre-Columbian era through the Columbian period and up to the present day.  Contributions of women from various racial and ethnic groups will be examined.
Course objectives:

 *** Students should be able to identify the various roles women have played in shaping United States history.

*** Students should be able to identify and analyze the causes of the suppression of women in the United States

*** Students should be able to compare the achievements of women in the past with the current situation of women in the United States

*** Students should be able to examine and describe the ways in which women of various racial and ethnic grouops have related to one another and impacted the economics, politics, and society of the United States

*** Students should be able to identify problems facing women and formulate a plan for addressing present and future problems

must cover at least 3 or more themes related to History 6, ( possible themes=
*** Possible themes ( treatment of women in 17th, 18 centuries, traditional gender roles in colonial period ( relig, social) education and women, independent woman vs. society, women in the workforce, challenging stereotypes about gender roles, experiences of Latino and A. American women, similar of diff to Anglo women, in terms of economic , social , political climate and/or access to education) exactly how does this tie into History 6 ( Main part of paper= Compare and contrast what is seen in the film ( historical accuracy) vs. what is mentioned in our lecture, class, text. NOTE: This is NOT a traditional MLA paper! ( must have WORKS CITED PAGE + ENDNOTES PAGE)
(summary, how ties to class, opinion= based on 3 factual pts= who, what when, why) your response, reaction= Why is this film important to understanding History 6? Why did instructor chose this film? 

NO spelling, grammar errors, No slang = formal paper, double spacing, NO handwritten words appear on any part of paper, all TERMS fully defined for reader (ie what is cult of domesticity, ie what is traditional roles for women?)
Examples of possible themes that NEED to be addressed:

** The Crucible=  1692, colonial society= educ of men vs. women, Puritan= community= social positions of younger vs. older women, religious and legal perceptions in Puritan community( accusations of witchcraft FROM victims who had diff social status= Tituba, lower social status( slave) accused, Goody Osbourne , beggar woman)
*** Frida= challenge to trad. Roles ( Frida Kahlo= outspoken w/ politics, dresses as man, challenges idea of wife, mother = affairs)

Why? (1920’s), talent as an artist vs. her husband, status in Mexican society

***Long Walk Home, civil rights movement, political efforts of Anglo vs. A. American women, cultural perceptions of Anglo vs. African Amer (Montgomery Bus Boycott) (challenge to trad. Idea of social position in South of women of color) 

Grade of B: Stapled, title page, summary of film/ or novel, how it ties to class ( covers at least 2 themes related to History 6), spelling and grammar errors slang, double spaced, grammatical, spelling errors, slang, double spaced.  No handwritten words on any part of the title page or paper.

Grade of C: stapled, title page, summary of film or novel, , how it ties to class ( covers 1 themes central to History 6`) your opinion, your reaction, your response, reaction( no factual info= emotional response NOT backed by info in text, lecture, relating to history) grammatical , spelling errors, slang, double spaced.  NO handwritten words appear on any part of the title page or paper

Grade of D: stapled, no title page, summary of film or novel , how ties to class ( no coverage of themes for class, ie no specific explanation of themes such as NOT backed by textbook, lecture  or related to the specific issues of who, what, when and why of History 6.  Handwritten words appear on the title page, and or any part of the paper.  All emotional response and opinion NOT backed up by info in text, lecture ( ie All women have been treated unfairly throughout history by men!)  this needs to be backed up by SPECIFIC examples ( attitudes of the time period, ie 1920’s, women began to get the right to vote, disrupted trad. thinking about politics, controversy, Susan B. Anthony, 19th Amendment, 1690’s theocracy= Puritan society controlled thru politics and relig. by MEN )
Cheating and Plagiarism
