· COURSE DESCRIPTION

General Psychology introduces you (the student) to a broad range of psychological topics and terminology, theories and theorists, research methods, and major problems of the discipline itself. Topics include but are not limited to the biological basis of behavior, sensation and perception, consciousness, memory and learning, developmental processes, psychological disorder and treatment.

· LEARNING OBJECTIVES/OUTCOMES
You all (students) will:

· Learn to evaluate psychological data using the concepts, theories and methods developed from an empirical, scientific perspective.

· Develop skills of “skeptical inquiry” when evaluating theories and explanations of individual behavior.

· Have the ability to identify similarities and differences of psychological theories to those of other related fields and disciplines.

· Develop an intellectual curiosity and appreciation for your own existence and your dependency on others and your environment.

Course grade is the ratio of total number of points earned to the total number of points possible.

1. ATTENDANCE AND PARTICIPATION
Attendance is one measure of participation and attending regularly will increase your opportunity to participate, thus increase your likelihood of success in the course. Approximately 10.0%, or 75 points of your final grade is earned through participation.

College policy allows me (the instructor) to drop a student who has missed more than 2 weeks of class (7 meetings in a MWF class). For this course, I have determined that if you miss 3 weeks of class or more (9 or more class meetings) before MARCH 13th you will be dropped for nonattendance. 
All absences before the MARCH 13th drop date will result in a 4 point LOSS. Absences occurring after the MARCH 13th drop date will result in an 8 point LOSS per absence. Be advised that more than the 75 points allotted for attendance CAN (and will) be lost from your overall grade if your number of absences warrant such action. If absences are determined to be excessive (6 weeks or more—18 class meetings or more), I reserve the right to drop you from the course for nonattendance.
	When you know that you will be unable to attend class, for any reason at all (excused or unexcused), you are required to read and summarize “in writing” the material missed to excuse the absence and regain the points lost. You may choose either to complete this assignment in paragraph and/or partial sentence outline form. The format that best suits your learning style should be used.

· This assignment is due ONE (1) week from the initial assignment date (which corresponds to your return date to campus). 
· If this assignment is not turned in by the due date, the absence will NOT be cleared! 

· You can make-up a maximum of twelve (12) absences for the semester. 
· It is your RESPONSIBILITY to clear absences.
This assignment will be offered at my discretion.  Please note that there MAY be some class sessions that CANNOT be made up, and in these cases these absences will remain absences.


2. HOMEWORK ASSIGNMENTS / UNIT EXAMS
You will be required to complete several Unit Exams as homework prior to each in-class examination. A total of nine (9) Unit Exams (8.9 points each) will account for 10.7%, or 80 points of your overall grade. These Unit Exams are located on the PsykTrek 3.0 CD that comes with your textbook. Students will be required to print these assignments and submit them in class on due dates. Specific due dates will be given out in writing at a later date. LATE Unit Exam scores WILL NOT be accepted for credit! 
· To receive full credit on these assignments, ALL printouts MUST include NAME, CLASS DAY, and CLASS TIME generated by the PsykTrek computer program. 
· Please not that these Unit Exams are NOT the Interactive or Multiple-Choice Quizzes on the CD!!
· Students should enter this information through the LOG-IN feature of the program. EX: L. Barnes  MWF 10

While the PsykTrek computer program is not terribly complicated, and users do NOT need an in-depth knowledge of computers to complete these assignments, I HIGHLY SUGGEST that you interact with the CD sooner rather than later to increase your comfort level and familiarization with the ins and outs of the program.

For students without home computer access, Reedley College has several computer labs locating in various buildings across the campus (including the library) available for your use. Those of you in this category are still responsible for completing these assignments on or before the due dates; there are NO exceptions.
· Extra Credit Assignments
Extra credit assignments come in many forms (e.g. completed answers to predetermined questions, Interactive Quizzes—NOT Multiple Choice quizzes—from the PsykTrek CD, chapter outlines) and will be discussed in class. All points offered will be the same for all assignments, regardless of final format submission.
· To receive full credit on the extra credit computer assignments, ALL printouts MUST include NAME, CLASS DAY, and CLASS TIME generated by the PsykTrek computer program. 
3. COMPUTER SIMULATION COMPLETION
To allow you to interactively explore psychological phenomena in more depth and in a “hands on” fashion, you will be required to complete eight (8) of the ten simulations from the Psyk.Trek 3.0 CD. It will take approximately 20 to 30 minutes to complete each of these assignments, so please plan ahead. Each simulation is worth 10 points, and will account for 10.7%, or 80 points of your final grade. 
· Four (4) of these eight (8) simulations will be the subject matter of your four writing assignments required for the course (to be explained in the next section).
4. WRITING ASSIGNMENTS
You will be required to complete four (4) writing assignments throughout the semester; these assignments are worth 13.3%, or 100 points (25 points each) of your final grade. All assignments will allow you the opportunity to apply topics presented in class, and to further explore those topics presented through the PsykTrek 3.0 computer simulations.
· All assignments must be typed or computer printed. Papers are to be no shorter than one and no longer than two full type-written pages. You will be required to turn in a hard copy of your assignment in class on the assigned due date in order to get full credit. NO electronic copies of your papers will be accepted unless approved by instructor.
· Assignments turned in after class on the due date are considered late, and will be marked down accordingly. Papers will lose 5 points per day late, so try to avoid turning in late assignments. 
· You are expected to proofread and edit assignments before submission, and are highly encouraged to make use of the RC writing center to assist your efforts. 
· Details for these writing assignments will follow in writing at a later date.
5. EXAMS
There will be a total of FIVE (5) semester examinations consisting of many or all of the following: Multiple choice, fill-in, matching, true-false and short answer questions. Students will be allowed to drop the lowest score of the five semester exam scores. The sixth and final comprehensive exam is not included in these five exams, and will be discussed below. The final comprehensive exam score cannot be dropped from the overall grade. SCANTRON 888 and 888-e will be used for exams.
You are expected to be present and prepared to take all exams on scheduled exam days. If there is a conflict with a scheduled exam date, it is your responsibility to NOTIFY me so that alternative arrangements can be made in advance. In these cases, exams will be completed before scheduled date. 

· If you miss an exam—for whatever reason—and do not notify me before the scheduled exam (or within a reasonable time shortly thereafter), you WILL NOT be allowed to make-up the missed exam. 
· No notification = No makeup exam
6. FINAL COMPREHENSIVE EXAM 

The sixth and final exam will consist of multiple choice questions only; it will include all topics and materials covered during the semester. Final exam questions will be taken verbatim (word for word) from the Test your Knowledge section at the end of each chapter covered during the semester. These are NOT the questions from the Practice Exams with Visual Guides pamphlet that comes with your text. Please note that SCANTRON 884 or 884-e will be used for this exam.
	All students must take the comprehensive final exam. This final exam score cannot be the exam score dropped from the overall grade. Final Exam is scheduled for Wed. May 20th from 10:00 to 12:00 


· CLASSROOM CONDUCT
Chatting classmates, ringing cell phones, noisy late arrivals, loud eaters, romantic displays of soon-to-be ex partners are all examples of distractions to the learning environment, thus will not be tolerated. Initial infractions will receive a verbal warning. Subsequent infractions will constitute grounds for dismissal from class for a day. Repeated infractions will be grounds for suspension and permanent dismissal from the class.
· DEMONSTRATING SATISFACTORY PROGRESS 

Completing the assigned readings and homework assignments will prepare you for in-class discussions; further, these efforts will assist you demonstrate your knowledge of the course material on examinations. If you have earned less than 40% of the total points possible by the 9th week of instruction, your successful completion of the course with a C or better is numerically unlikely. At the 9th week, you will be informed of your class standing and advised of possible options to ensure your successful program matriculation which may include but not be limited to tutorial and writing services, academic and/or personal counseling, and being dropped from the class.
· CHEATING AND PLAGIARISM 
Reedley College has a written policy (BP 5410) on standards and conduct referencing incidences of cheating and plagiarism (see definitions below). If caught engaging in academic dishonesty, disciplinary actions as outline in BP 5410 and corresponding administrative regulation will be taken.
