Course Objectives

Upon completion of this course, the student will be able to:

1. The students will be exposed to factors influencing the human socialization process.

2. Students will critically examine family, styles of parenting, child care, gender equity, children with special needs, values, moral dilemmas, community, and mass media.

3. Students will research intervention services available in Fresno County for children and families in need.

Student Outcomes

Upon completion of this course, students will be able to:

1. Identify the major factors influencing the human socialization process.


2. Assess the effect of the environment on the development of the human being in the areas of personality, language, learning skills, intelligence, societal assets

     and societal challenges.


3. Promote environments and treatment that leads to the prosocial socialization of children

4. Make referrals for children and families to agencies that can offer intervention services.

Assignments   
1. Introduction – A written self portrait of who you are. (20 points)
2. Growing up – A sketch and written examination of childhood memories/experiences. (25 points)
3. Values – A written examination of your values. (25 points)

4. Group Presentation- Each group will choose a topic from a list of given topics that are relevant to this course.  The presentation will consist of a roleplay of a scenario, visual aids and a handout with important points. (100 points)
5. Community Resources – Two resources will be required. You will need to research and document two different community resources that support children and families.  A one page written informational page will be expected for each resource. (25 points each)
6. Socialization Portfolio – Your final exam will be based on a completed socialization report.  The socialization portfolio will include both a written and presentation report. The written report should be 5–7 pages in length, TYPED, double-spaced, 12-point font, one-inch margins, and written in essay format.  This paper will not be shared with others in class.  The presentation may include a PowerPoint presentation, a collection of pictures, a poem, or any other means of sharing you’d like to add.  (200 points)
