COURSE DESCRIPTION:  This course will offer an intense study of Early Childhood Curriculum in areas of art, dramatic play, puppets, sensory exploration, music, movement, oral language, and children’s literature.
COURSE OBJECTIVES:  As a result of successful completion of this course, students will:

· Apply knowledge of developmentally appropriate activities for preschool children in art, music, movement, dramatic play and oral language.
· Analyze stages of developmental play in the curriculum areas.

· Compare creative versus non-creative early childhood environments.

· Describe developmentally appropriate practices in curriculum.

· Identify the importance of the process over the product in activities with young children.
· Understand accommodations needed for children with special needs.

· Review activities for bias.

· Understand concepts of adapting experiences and enhancing or increasing “access” to an experience.

COURSE OUTCOMES: Upon completion of this course, students will be able to:

A. Select, design and evaluate quality art, drama, music, and movement activities that promote learning and full inclusion.

B. Plan, implement and evaluate developmentally appropriate activities in art, drama, music and movement for typically and atypically developing children.

In-class Activities/Assignments – 10 points each; total 50 points

In class group or individual work will be provided 5 times during the semester to promote application of material.

Students will be required to give an oral presentation OR submit a written report prior to leaving class that day.

Total points are between 0-10, based on the group’s level of successful completion.

There are no make-ups on missed activities.

Dramatic Play/Prop Boxes (25 points)
Students will work individually or with a partner to develop a prop box, based on a topic.
Students will sign up with the instructor to gain approval for a topic.

Each member will prepare his or her own prop box.  If you have a partner you will present the topic together, noting the parts you prepared.  The presentation will include how you will engage children in this exciting activity.

Each member will complete an individual lesson plan.
There are no make-ups on missed presentation dates.
Components of the Arts – 50 points

Art is designing, creating, and exploring.  Children mix paints; pound and shape clay; build structures with blocks, boxes, and Legos; dance; dramatize stories; clap rhythms; and sing chants and songs.  The National Standards for Arts Education (Consortium of National Arts Associations, 1994) includes four components:

· Dance (movement)

· Music

· Theater or performing arts (what we call dramatic play in preschool)

· Visual arts

Describe how the standards in the Arts apply to the four components to preschool.
