Course Description: 
English 125 will focus on the development of the writing process and is designed to give you practice in constructing clear and concise sentences and cohesive paragraphs within a well-organized essay. Emphasis will be placed on avoiding common writing errors, the development of writing skills, analyzing rhetorical strategies, and developing critical thinking skills. 

Prerequisite: 
Completion of English 252 or placement by the college assessment process.

Patterns for College Writing (10th Edition), Kirszner, Laurie G., and Mandrell, Stephen  

A Commonsense Guide to Grammar and Usage (5thEdition), Beason, Larry and Lester, Mark. 
Materials: 
Notebook paper (college lined), Pens/pencils (including one colored pen), and a zip drive. I suggest that you purchase a college-level dictionary, as well.
