                                  SYLLABUS
COURSE DESCRIPTION:  This course traces the evolution of the United States of America from its pre- Columbian and colonial origins up to the Civil War and the

Period of Reconstruction ending in 1877.

COURSE OBJECTIVES: Students will gain an understanding of the native societies present in the western hemisphere during Pre-Columbian times, the causes and impact of European exploration and colonization, the features of colonial society in North America during the 1600s and 1700s, the factors contributing to the American Revolution, and the evolution of political institutions in the United States. Students will also examine the process of economic growth in America in the 1700s and 1800s, slavery, immigration, expansion in the far West, the causes and significance of the Civil War, as well as the elements and impact of the Reconstruction era. The course will provide students with insights into the broad forces that shaped the society, economy, culture and political traditions of the United

Take home FILM REVIEW is based on the films watched in class, The Crucible,

The Patriot, Last of Mohicans, Glory, or Amistad. 
Paper based on themes:

(The Crucible=themes; treatment of men vs. women in Puritan community,religion in New England, social divisions within Puritan community)

(The Patriot= themes: treatment of Americans by Brit, during Fr. And Indian War and after, Continental Army and guerilla warfare, pressure to identify as “Americans” vs. colonial controlled citizens)

Last of Mohicans themes: frontier, and treatment of frontier settlers by British,

Cultural miscommunication between N.Americans vs. Europeans, political ties of N.Amer with European forces in Fr. And Indian War)

Glory= themes: treatment of African American soldiers in Civil War, stereotypes and myths surrounding African Americans vs. reality of A. Amer involvement in Civil War, shared goals of freed African Americans and slaves during the Civil War)

Amistad themes: (slave revolts( myth vs. reality of happy slaves), illegal slave trade, negative affects on human life (ie, Middle Passage) idea of Africans as inferior slaves (ie property OR livestock) vs human )

Grade of A: stapled, title page, summary of film, how it ties to class ( MUST cover 3 or more themes, central to History 17 class) 

NO INTERNET SOURCES, WICKOPEDIA, or Webster’s Dictionary can be used! See instructor for approved secondary sources !

Possible themes( treatment of women in 17th , 18th century, treatment of minorities, religion and its influence on society, values and morals in  the 17th and 18 th century, social divisions in colonial America , conflict , cultural miscommunication between N. Americans and colonists, N. Americans and Europeans, Africans and Europeans,A. Americans and Europeans)

Grammatical, spelling errors, slang ( ie. Using character’s first names!)

Double spaced, No hand

Grade of C: stapled, title page, summary of film/ play, how it ties to class (covers 1 theme central to class), your response, reaction ( ie.
