ASSIGNMENT DESCRIPTIONS:
3 Lesson Plans & Evaluations – 30 points each
The purpose of these assignments is learning to design, implement and evaluate developmentally appropriate curriculum with children. A form for this assignment will be provided by the instructor.  Lesson plan and evaluation need to be typed.

· Students will design 3 lesson plans, including one from each of the following curriculum areas:
· Math

· Science

· Literacy
Activity Share- 25 points

The purpose of this assignment is to create and share developmentally appropriate curriculum ideas with the class.  You will select a curriculum area from the following areas:  Math, Cooking or Science and share your activity with the class.  Your classmates will get the opportunity to try out your activity first hand.  You will need to check with the instructor to see if the items you need are available or if you will need to bring them.  There will be a sign up sheet for you to choose your curriculum area.  

Flannel Story– 20 points 

The purpose of this assignment is to design a developmentally appropriate literacy flannel board for children and share this knowledge with your classmates.

· Each student will bring a homemade flannel story, song/finger play or puppet to go with a book.  You will share this with the class. (I will provide the flannel story board) 

      Lab Observations – 10-15 points each The purpose of these assignments is to provide students with an opportunity to apply theory to practice.  Each observation will require making arrangements to observe a classroom at the Child Development Center or at another approved site.   Observation topics & due dates will be given to the students throughout the semester.  For each observation include the following information:

· Lab site observed

· Date & time of observation (Be sure to sign the observation log at the Reedley CDC)

· Age of the children

· Number of children involved in the observation

      Various Homework or Class Assignments - 5 to 10 points each The purpose of these assignments is to promote application of the material taught in class.

· In class activities or short homework assignments will be used several times during the semester.

· The activities will be designed to complete individually or in small groups.  The total points range from 5-10 depending of the amount of work involved.

· There are no make-ups for activities missed due to absences.
GRADES:

1. Your grade will be calculated by dividing your total points earned from the assignments by the total points possible giving you a percent grade.  The instructor can adjust all assignments and grading.  The grading scale is as follows:


100-90% = A

2.   Grades are confidential.  Discussion of grades cannot take place in the classroom, while other students are present. 

a. If the instructor has calculated an in progress grade for you during the
