Course Description:  This course integrates curriculum design, implementation and evaluation of developmentally appropriate experiences that promote positive development and learning for young children, in a supervised lab school setting or in early childhood programs with mentor teachers.  Child centered play-oriented approaches to teaching, learning and assessment will be emphasized.  Students will utilize practical classroom experience to make connections between theory and practice, develop professional behaviors and build a comprehensive understanding of children and families.  

Course Objectives:  In the process of completing this course, students will: 

A. Assume teaching and non-teaching responsibilities and demonstrate developmentally appropriate practices in an early childhood classroom and develop persona of a professional educator. 

B. Use knowledge and understanding of development to create healthy, respectful, supportive and stimulating learning environments for all children; applying understanding of the multiple influences on development and learning.

C. Use and articulate current research and understanding of development and learning theories to select effective learning materials and experiences for all young children.

D. Analyze classroom space in terms of its effect on the behavior and interactions of children and teachers.

E. Plan, present and evaluate a variety of developmentally, culturally and linguistically appropriate, play-based curriculum.

F. Model and facilitate appropriate language and social behavior with children and adults including problem solving and conflict resolution strategies.

G. Critically assess personal experiences to inform and guide future teaching and collaborative practices.

H. Develop a record keeping system to document and tract children’s progress.

I. Demonstrate professional behavior and preparation for the field of early childhood education

J. Demonstrate a professional level of competence in written and verbal expression.

K. Apply principles of effective advocacy in assignments or projects. 

Course Outcomes: Upon completion of this course, students will be able to:

A. Utilize observations and assessments of children’s development and needs to develop and maintain a healthy, safe, respectful, supportive and challenging environment for all children.  

B. Evaluate the effectiveness of an early childhood classroom, teaching strategies, curriculum and how teachers involve families in their children’s development and learning to improve teaching practices for all children.

C. Design, implement and evaluate curriculum activities that are based on developmentally appropriate practices, cultural sensitivity, anti-bias consideration, observation and assessment of young children.

D. Formulate and implement positive guidance strategies applicable to individual and group situations with young children based on developmental research and theory. 

E. Examine and analyze one’s own teaching experiences to guide and inform future practice.

Presentations:

1. Each student will present their flannel board or magnetic story and what you consider to be your best small group activity.  See presentation format.

2. Due: November 29 and Dec. 6, 2010. 
Activities:

1. A variety of activities are offered during lecture time.  This is an opportunity for you to apply in-depth thinking to various concepts and for accountability in planning and completion of assignments. 

2. Each activity is worth a maximum of 5 points.  Only people present in the lecture portion receive credit for the activity.  

3. There are no make-ups for missed activities.  You are allowed to drop one activity, therefore, if you miss one, that is the one that will be dropped. 
Lab Hours:

1. 60 lab hours are required

A. Students are not allowed to take an incomplete, unless they meet the standard for an incomplete as established by the college. 

B. The standard established by the college is “illness or some other verified Long Term unavoidable circumstance”. 

2. Students are to sign in on their own time sheet. No other time sheets are to be tampered with in any way. Students are on the honor system. Any deviation from honest recording of lab hours or tampering with another student’s time sheet is considered cheating, and will be dealt with according to the college standards. 

3. If you have missed lab time due to illness, please see Marcy Davidson immediately to schedule a time to make up the hours. 

4. Students must submit written proof of completion of lab hours. The time sheet needs to have the hours totaled and signed off by Instructor / Program Coordinator, Marcy Davidson. The time sheets are due December 6, 2010.
5. If you are doing your lab experience at a mentor site, be sure to have your mentor instructor total the hours and sign-off on the time sheet.  Your due date is December 6, 2010.
