7) Understand how to develop a budget for the operation of an Early Childhood program.
8) Discuss the importance of the interior and exterior environments of a Early Childhood program.
9) Examine equipment and supply lists for an Early Childhood program.
10) Demonstrate knowledge of the nutritional requirement of children 0 – 5 years of age in Early Childhood programs.
11) Recognize the importance of marketing an Early Childhood program.
12) Develop an individual statement of philosophy of Early Childhood Education.
