Problem Solving Group Activities (25% of Final Grade):

There will be a group activity for each textbook chapter discussed in class.  You will be assigned a group to work with for these activities.  
Objective Examination—Tests (25% of Final Grade):  
There will be four quizzes based on the textbook chapters.  Each quiz will be made up of multiple choice questions.   No make-up tests will be given.  If you are absent on the day a test is given, then you miss the opportunity to gain the points for that test. (See Course Outline and Schedule for exact quiz dates.)
Writing Assignment—Student Paper (25% of Final Grade):  
Each student will be required to research and write a 3 - 6 page paper on a topic related to health and safety.  The student paper is worth 100 points and will require a minimum of two sources in addition to the textbook.  Please see Student Project handout for more information.

*All written assignments must be typed, double-spaced, and free from spelling and grammar errors.
