Course Description:


This course surveys the history, philosophy, origin, and development of criminal statutes, as well as the most frequently-used sections in the California Penal Code.

Desired Student Outcomes:

By the end of the semester it is expected that the student will:

1. Assemble the various historical and developmental concepts of the criminal statutes into a logical sequence.

2. Identify, define, and differentiate between, various crimes by means of the elements of those crimes.

3. Evaluate a given set of facts, evaluate those facts and then determine which crimes, if any, have been committed.

4. Evaluate crimes in terms of classification (infraction, misdemeanor or felony) in order to demonstrate the appropriate response in the field relative to the type and amount of force to be used in apprehension.

5. Demonstrate familiarity with the California Penal Code.

6. Apply and understand the vocabulary of the legal language.

Attendance:  

While attendance is not weighed in the final grade equation, it is an important component for those students who have an interest in learning.
