Course objectives:  In  the process of completing this course, students will be able to :
· Ask, and answer in oral and written English, simple questions related to everyday situations at home, work, school and the community.
· Read and respond to, in oral and written English, simple texts related to course topics.

· Identify vocabulary in context.

· Formulate elementary narrative and descriptive statements.

· Practice with question- and- answer formats: WH_ and yes/no.
· Formulate requests for, and clarifications /verifications of information related to course topics.

· Construct simple sentences with entry-level vocabulary, meaning, structure and control may be sporadic

· Use appropriate language functions to respond to cues in simple conversational situations.
