This is a discussion class; grading will be based on participation in colloquium discussion, one service or job shadowing project.  You come; you engage your active mind in discussion and response; you pass.  If you must miss a class, you make it up with an extra service project and response or watch a film with a theme of the media (eg. The Constant Gardener; Paradise Now; Slumgdog Millionaire) and present the issues raised in the film.  There are 15 classes; if you miss more than 2 classes without making them up, you will not get credit.  The service or job shadowing project is like a class.  If you ignore it, it counts as an absence.

Course Description:

The primary goal of the Honors Colloquium is to offer honors program students an integrated academic atmosphere in order to stimulate your intellectual curiosity.  This semester, we’ll specifically cover GLOBAL ETHICS.  We’ll decide the topics and the schedule at least a week ahead of time so everyone will be prepared for active discussion.  We’ll also explore how we can give back to a community who has given so much to you.

I hope to invite speakers from the college or the community, based on your interests and contacts we can make.  I have listed several ideas, but I am counting on your input as to topics/issues/people/ideas you’d like to explore.
