Required Materials: Materials are determined when the student and instructor agree upon an overall plan for the projects that will be completed during the semester.  A sketchbook for conceptual work and colored pencils are suggested in addition to other required materials.

Class Schedule: MWF 8:00A.M. – 9:50A.M.
Class Objective: To further their studies in a specific realm of visual expression, students will create a body of work that builds upon existing artistic skills and attempts to explore new visual concepts.

Grading Policy:  The course grade is based upon a contracted amount of work.  The number of assignments depends upon the general complexity of the type of work done, the scale of the projects, and other time-related factors.  Assignments will be analyzed and suggestions will be made to help ensure an adequate work schedule.  Poor attendance will negatively impact your grade and can cause failure.

Grade Scale:  A: 90%-100% / B: 80-89% / C: 70-79% / D: 60-69% / F: 0-59%

Late assignments will receive half credit and will not be accepted more than one class session late.  The final exam must be taken when scheduled or a student will not pass the class; there are no incomplete grades assigned due to missing the final exam.  A student’s overall grade will drop beginning with their fourth absence.  

Attendance and Drop Policy: Attendance is necessary to pass the class (you must work here) and will be taken every class session.  If you arrive late, inform the instructor after the lecture so that your absence will be changed to a tardy.  Being tardy twice constitutes an absence.  Leaving early constitutes an absence.  

Three absences make a student eligible to be dropped in the drop period.  Students who are absent at the drop date will automatically be dropped by the instructor, whether the student is passing or not.
Excused absences (due to illness or death in the family) should be reported via email prior to the next class session.  While excused absences may not immediately affect the student’s grade, excessive absences of any type will cause failure.  If a student wishes to drop the class, it is his/her responsibility to do so.

Please observe the college dress code.  No eating, drinking or smoking is allowed in the classroom.  No children and/or pets are allowed to “sit in” on the class.  Make sure that you are enrolled in the class; students not enrolled by the end of the add period will not be graded.

Advanced Projects:  As all advanced project studio students have a basic knowledge of their chosen art form, all of their projects are considered advanced.  It is suggested to start the semester strong and fast; this will help continue the momentum throughout the semester.  Schedule your time accordingly and begin work on large projects as quickly as possible in the class session.  Using a sketchbook as a visual notebook can assist the student in organizing their thoughts and planning manageable projects for the semester’s contracted art work.
