COMPLETE ALL OF THE FOLLOWING:


1.  Bring one drawing from a child to share with the class



Ask the child questions about their picture in order to learn about the child’s thinking

 

process (i.e. what is happening in the picture?)  

Write a brief description of what the child says about their picture.  Include any observations about how the child views the world that may be different than how we as adults view the world. Include the child’s age.


2.  Create a Prop Box

3.  Create a Homemade Toy OR Homemade Art Project

Write a brief description of how the item is made including materials used and steps taken to make the item.  


4.  Design a detailed schedule for one week of child care (Monday through Friday).  Make sure


to include inside and outside play activities and what materials will be available during each time.  Each day should include all of the following:  water and sand play (what props will you use?), dramatic play (what materials will be available?), art (what will the children be doing?), music and movement (what activity will you use?), and story time (how will you include all of the children?).  Please create a schedule that uses a variety of activities for each day of the week.
