COURSE DESCRIPTION

This course will provide an introduction to the study of Early Childhood Special Education and the rationale for early intervention for infants and preschoolers with handicapping conditions. Innovative approaches in programming will be examined.

COURSE OBJECTIVES

1. Students will gain insight into the history of early intervention and how it has evolved over the years.

2. Students will recognize the view points on which a rationale for early intervention is based.

3. Students will identify major factors contributing to handicapping conditions.

4. Students will demonstrate skills of critical observation of young children, applying knowledge of trends, theories, and philosophies in understanding children.

5. Students will write analytically and critically in one research paper.

THE INSTRUCTOR’S EXPECTATIONS ARE DESCRIBED IN THE ASSIGNMENT DESCRIPTIONS BELOW:

1. Dictionary of Early Intervention (EI):   The purpose of this assignment is to facilitate understanding of key EI terms. Students will be provided with a list of 15 words to define. Students will be provided with a list of 15 words to define. Definitions must be complete and cite at least 2 references, including the page number or web site address. The entire dictionary, totaling all 15 words, is due on Monday, April 26, 2010. The format is attached to this syllabus. A cover page with your name, course number and the date should be attached. Please attach all 15 TYPED pages together with a staple and NOT in a folder. Each definition is worth 5 points, for a total of 75 points for the project. (Meets course objective 1)

Disability Paper:   The purpose of this assignment is to extend knowledge of factors which cause or place young children at risk for a development delay or disability, and to provide an opportunity to gather and synthesize information. The paper is due on Monday, March 15, 2010. The assignment is worth 50 points. The format is as follows:

· 3-4 Typewritten Pages

· Page 1: cover page with name, course information and date

· Page 2&3: bulleted information including:

· Distinguishing physical and developmental characteristics

· Incidence and prevalence

· Diagnosis and prognosis

· Specialized evaluation and assessment

· Specialized intervention and treatment

· Family issues

· Social support contacts

Any relevant information

· Page 4: References – minimum of 3 references, including page numbers and website information. At least one of the references must not be a website 
(Meets course objective 5)
3. Class Presentation:   The purpose of this assignment is to develop a resource fact sheet of factors that contribute to the specific developmental delay or disability you have researched. Each student will prepare and present a 15 minute presentation highlighting the information for his/her Disability Paper assignment. The presentation may include other activities and should not merely read from the paper. This assignment is due Monday, March 29, 2010 and is worth 50 points. All presentations will not be heard on this day, due to time constraints. However, all students must be prepared to present their information. (Meets course objective 3)

4. 
Professional Interview:   Select a person who provides early childhood education (for children under 6). Ask them to answer the following questions:

1. How do you provide early intervention?

2. What assessment do you believe is important in identification of at risk children?

3. What resources are available to assist you in providing early intervention? (Meets course objective 2)

4. Document your findings.

This assignment is due Monday, February 8, 2010 and is worth 20 points.

In Class and Homework Assignments:   Small group and individual in-class activities and/or homework assignments will be provided each week during the semester to promote application of the material learned. A written or oral report will be submitted prior to leaving class each day, and points from 0-5 will be assigned for each activity. There are no make-ups for these activities, and as they constitute a large percentage of the semester grade, missing class frequently will significantly impact your grade. (Meets course objective 4)
