Course Description:  This course studies basic theories, research, concepts and principles of physical, emotional, cognitive and social development at each stage of life from conception through adolescence.

Student Learning Outcomes:  Upon completion of this course, students will be able to:

A. Compare historical theories of child development to current theories.

B. Apply current theories of child development to assess a child’s physical, emotional, social, and cognitive development.

C. Differentiate between typical and atypical development in children.

D. Complete a case study on a child.

Required Assignments:

Child Development Observations (Skills Demonstration/Writing Requirements):


Students are required to use the Observation DVD and Guide book to complete observations of child development in conjunction with the textbook.  This activity is designed to deepen your understanding and apply what you have learned to everyday life.  Pages of the guide will be assigned daily and will be due DAILY.  Students are responsible for completing the observations corresponding with Chapters 5 – 16 of the textbook.  Students should make sure that the observations corresponding to the text chapters are completed before that chapter is discussed in class (see the Course Outline and Schedule for exact dates).  Random observation pages will be collected for grading during class meetings.  The observations will be due at the beginning of class.  Students arriving late to class will not be allowed to submit the observations.  Student’s who haven’t completed the observations prior to the class will not have the opportunity to turn in the pages for points. The Observation assignments total 200 points toward your final grade (35% of your final grade).
Exams:
There will be a total of 6 exams worth 50 points each.  Exams will be made up of multiple-choice questions related to the materials covered in class.  It is recommended that students attend class meetings in preparation for the exams.  Exams will be given during class time and no make-up exams will be given. (See Course Outline/Schedule for dates.)
i>clicker Problem Solving Activities:


You are required to purchase an i>clicker remote for in-class participation.  i>clicker is a response system that allows you to respond to questions posed during class.  You will use your remote to answer surveys, take quizzes and tests, and participate in class earning you a total of 100 participation points for using your i>clickers in class.  In order to receive full credit, you will need to register your i>clicker remote in class by the third week of the semester.  The longer you wait to register your remote, the more participation you will lose; so please purchase your remote immediately!  i>clicker will be used nearly every day in class, and you are responsible for bringing your remote daily.  No make-up participation points will be given.
Extra Credit Activities Using Blackboard:  You will have the opportunity to earn 30 extra credit points toward your final grade.  Twenty of these points will come from completing the Optional Midterm Exam questions.  Ten additional extra credit points will come from completing an online quiz related to the syllabus and class policies (also on Blackboard).  No make-up extra credit will be given.
Optional Midterm Exam:  There is an optional midterm exam which will be available on Blackboard and can earn you 20 extra credit points.  No make-up midterm will be given.
Optional Final Exam:  There is an optional final exam which can replace your lowest exam score, or a missed exam.  No make-up final will be given.

Berk, My Development Lab includes a variety of assessments that enable continuous evaluation of students’ learning.
