Course Description:  This course examines health and safety as it relates to children in early care and education programs.  Prevention, detection, and management of communicable diseases and safety will be emphasized.  Students will be trained in American Red Cross Infant and Child CPR and first aid.

Student Learning Outcomes:  Upon completion of this course, students will be able to:

A. assess more accurately referrals for children with special needs or further health assessment

B. assess a safe and healthy environment for children

C. keep accurate records

D. provide CPR and first aid for children under 12 years of age

E. report within the licensing regulations any health and safety issues.

Course Texts and Supplies:  

· Health, Safety, and Nutrition for the Young Child, 7th Edition, by Lynn R. Marotz.

· First Aid/CPR/AED for Schools and the Community:  Participant’s Manual, 3rd ed. By American Red Cross.  

· i>clicker remotes will be used daily in class for tests, surveys, and other activities. You will need to register your i>clicker remote in class by the third week of the semester.  The longer you wait to register your remote, the more participation points you will lose; so please purchase your remote immediately!
Fee:  There is an additional fee of approximately $8.50 per student to cover the cost of the American Red Cross CPR and First Aid certificates.  

Required Assignments:
i>clicker Problem Solving Activities:

You are required to purchase an i>clicker remote for in-class participation.  i>clicker is a response system that allows you to respond to questions posed during class.  You will use your remote to answer surveys, take quizzes and tests, and participate in class earning you a total of 100 participation points for using your i>clickers in class.  In order to receive full credit, you will need to register your i>clicker remote in class by the third week of the semester.  The longer you wait to register your remote, the more participation points you will lose; So please purchase your remote immediately!  i>clicker will be used nearly every day in class, and you are responsible for bringing your remote daily.  No make-up participation activities will be given.
Skills—American Red Cross CPR and First Aid Training (25% of Final Grade):

1. Skills:  There will be a total of 6 skills you must learn and demonstrate to receive your certificates.  Each skill is graded on a pass/fail basis, (pass = full points, fail = 0 points).  These skills will be discussed, demonstrated and completed during class time. 

2. CPR Exams:  Student’s are required to complete 4 American Red Cross CPR and First Aid exams worth 45 points total.  Each exam will be made up of multiple-choice questions.  You must receive at least 8 points on each exam to receive your American Red Cross Certificates.
*Over 10 hours of First Aid and CPR training is required.  You must attend all of the class meetings devoted to this training to receive your American Red Cross Certificates (see Course Outline and Schedule for exact dates).
Problem Solving (25% of Final Grade):

Group Activities: There will be a group activity for each Marotz textbook chapter discussed in class.  You will be assigned a group to work with for these activities.  Each activity is made up of true and false questions related to the text chapter.  These group activities will serve as the study guides for the chapter tests.  No make-up group activities will be given.  If you are absent on the day a group activity is given, then you will miss the opportunity to gain the points for that activity. (See Course Outline and Schedule for exact quiz dates.)
Objective Examination (25% of Final Grade):  
Tests:  There will be four tests based on the Marotz textbook chapters.  Each quiz will be made up of multiple choice questions.   No make-up tests will be given.  If you are absent on the day a test is given, then you miss the opportunity to gain the points for that test. (See Course Outline and Schedule for exact quiz dates.)
Writing Assignment—Student Paper (25% of Final Grade):  Each student will be required to research and write a 3 - 6 page paper on a topic related to health and safety.  The student paper is worth 100 points and will require a minimum of two sources in addition to the textbook.  Please see Student Project handout for more information.

*All written assignments must be typed, double-spaced, and free from spelling and grammar errors.

Students who miss a CPR training and/or exam day will not receive CPR certificates and will not pass the course.  Do not take this lightly.  No excuses will be accepted.
5. Retaining Returned Assignments:  Students disagreeing with the assigned final grade will be required to supply evidence to the contrary.  Therefore, it is suggested that students retain all returned/graded assignments and tests until after final grades have been posted.
6. Participation Points:  You will earn up to 100 points for attendance and participating in in-class activities.  Some of the in-class activities will be completed using your i>clicker remotes.  In order to receive full credit, you will need to register your i>clicker remote in class by the third week of the semester.
