Prerequisites:  Use of language other than English as a primary language.  Designated score on ESL placement test, successful completion of ESL 264 and/or counselor/instructor recommendation.
Repeatability:  This course may not be repeated after successful completion. 
Course Objectives:

In the process of completing this course, students will use reading, writing, and grammar skills to:

· Read increasingly more complex materials on US history from different sources (fiction and non-fiction)

· Use strategies to recognize vocabulary in context

· Use strategies to increase reading comprehension and speed
· Use reading skills and strategies in content-based and computer-based applications
· Write paragraphs and  compositions in a variety of basic rhetorical styles 

· Develop content, organization and coherence to communicate effectively in written work.

· Use summarizing skills.

· Use content based and word processing applications.

· Recognize and use more complex grammatical structures and sentence patterns applied to editing, error corrections and other skill-based strategies in written work.
