English 1BH is a literature survey and composition course that is designed to follow English 1A. Students will be introduced to four major literary genres: short story, novel, poetry, and drama. It is a three unit course, which is fully transferable to any University of California and California State University and most other public and private four-year colleges and universities. Students are required to read approximately 200 pages per week and to write papers related to the reading assignments. It is important to keep up with the reading. 
Texts:

Literature: An Introduction to Fiction, Poetry and Drama, Kennedy and Gioia
Macbeth, William Shakespeare
Wuthering Heights, Emily Bronte

Short Essays on literature topics: Students will write three short papers relating to the reading assignments.  Specific topics will be assigned. 
Major Papers: At the end of each major work, students will write a longer (5-7 pg) paper on the play and novel studied. The novel paper will incorporate literary criticism and research. 

Participation: Includes discussion and in class projects. Participation in discussion is a major part of this class. Aside from the actual reading, this is how learning occurs for everyone involved, including your instructor.
