                                              SYLLABUS

Course description: This is a course about women in American history. It will focus on social, political, and economic actions and reactions of American women. We will be discussing and evaluating women based on their racial, ethnic, religious, geographic and class differences.
Course objectives:

In the process of completing this course, students will:
a. recognize the variations in the living conditions of New England and Southern women, and of Caucasian and African American women

b. identify the methods in which women acted in supporting roles on both the Revolutionary and on the Loyalist sides of the conflict

c. differentiate the involvement of women during the first half of the 19th century in the public sphere versus the private sphere and in social reform movements including temperance, abolition, education, and benevolent societies

d. identify the effects of the Westward Movement, the Industrial Revolution, and the Civil War on the lives of American women

e. identify the opportunities and problems faced by women during the Progressive Era and the Gilded Age in areas such as education, labor and social reform

f. describe the main contributions of women to the First World War and the suffrage movement

g. identify the methods women used to cope with the Great Depression as well as the various way s that they contributed to the war effort through employment, service in the military, etc

h. explain how the post-Second World War era of 1945-1965 affected the emerging feminist movement

i. describe the important ways that women have influenced modern American society during 1965, including the feminist movement, the National Organization for women, Roe vs. Wade, the Equal Rights Amendment, women in the military, etc
