Course Description (Catalog): Second-semester course in conventional and written Spanish for non-native speakers.  Development grammatical structures and expansion vocabulary.  Further study of the cultures of Spain and Latin American and the Hispanic cultures of the U.S. 
Course Description (for this particular section):
Spanish 2 is a second-semester in conversational and written Spanish designed to help you develop a good foundation in the four skill areas-listening, speaking, reading, and writing.  Much of the practice work will be done in pairs.  The goal is for beginning students to acquire conversational and writing abilities in Spanish.  By the end of the semester you will have studied the past tenses, commands, subjunctive forms, future tenses, among other grammatical forms, and you will have had many opportunities to use those concepts in meaningful, interactive ways.  In the process, the student will develop greater knowledge of the customs and various cultures that exist in the Spanish speaking world.
COURSE OUTCOMES:
Upon completion of this course, students will be able to:

A.
engage in conversation applying “survival skill” Spanish outside of the classroom in a variety of contexts such as meeting people, shopping for food or clothing, ordering food in a restaurant, asking for and giving directions, traveling and dealing with health issues.

B.
choose, evaluate and apply the correct usage of basic grammatical structures to express ideas, describe past events, formulate commands, make requests and discuss future plans.

C.  
read and understand specific pieces of information from authentic, graphically-represented text such as ads, short magazine or newspaper articles and short stories.

D.
meet and get to know native speakers of Spanish through face-to-face contact, personal correspondence, the Internet, or travel.

E.
have a greater understanding and appreciation of the diversity of Hispanic cultures and the products of these 
cultures.

COURSE OBJECTIVES:
In the process of completing this course, students will:

A.
understand and interact in simple spoken Spanish within the range of vocabulary topics and structures covered in this course.

B.
recognize and employ new vocabulary and grammatical structures in order to communicate ideas, both verbally and in writing, in the present and past tenses.

C.
understand and convey information and feelings in a given situation for a particular purpose.

D.
understand basic written texts using contextual clues, vocabulary recognition, grammar knowledge, cognates and inferences. 

E.
review, recall and use vocabulary and grammatical structures and concepts from Spanish 1.

F.
compare and contrast the target language and culture with the language and cultures of the U.S. and other 
countries.

G.
demonstrate a high beginner level of proficiency in the five skills as mandated by the competency guidelines of the American Council on the Teaching of Foreign Languages (ACTFL): listening comprehension, speaking, reading, writing and an understanding of the people and cultures of Spanish-speaking countries.
Required Text and Materials:

· Please purchase a three-ring binder for notes, writing homework assignments, and keeping handouts.  Also purchase a stapler and red pens.
Class Procedures: Se habla español.
Spanish is the language of communication in this class and I expect you to make every effort to use Spanish and avoid English.  Socializing in English during class hours is nor permitted.  Don’t worry if you don’t understand everything I say.  Learning a new language requires opening your mouth and taking risks.  We are all here to support you and each other in this new endeavor. 

Pair and Group Work

The communicative methodology used in this class requires a great deal of interaction between students.  Be prepared to work in pairs and in small groups and to change partners, groups, and seating frequently.  Groups may be assigned by the instructor.  Partners who speak English will be separated.
Extra Help:

I am here to help you learn Spanish and to achieve your academic goals.  If you have concerns about the class or your progress talk to me as soon as possible.  Be proactive and seek help before you feel overwhelmed. 

EVALUATION
Chapter Exams: Spanish 2 covers Lección de Repaso to Chapter 6.  There will be a total of five chapter exams.  See the tentative class schedule for exam dates and material to be covered. The final exam is not comprehensive; it will only cover chapter 6.  Please note that make-up exams will be only given with an instructor's excuse.

Preparation and Homework:  In order to reinforce classroom learning, it is necessary to study the lesson and do the assigned exercises before class.  Late assignments are not accepted.  You are expected to dedicate two hours of preparation for every hour of class time and to come to class day prepared i.e with completed homework and all books and materials.  Don’t get behind.  Learning a language is the result of cumulative efforts.  Trying to “cram” this week to make up for what you didn’t do last week is not an effective way of learning a language and will make your future progress difficult.  
Quizzes: There will be at least four quizzes, and it will be based on the homework and/or previous lessons.  Missed quizzes cannot be made up, therefore, class attendance is extremely important.   Pop quizzes may also be given as part of this grade.
Workbook (Contextos & Panorama) MANDATORY: You are expected to turn in all the pages from the

chapters covered in
each exam on the scheduled exam date.
Video Manual (Fotonovela & Panorama Cultural) MANDATORY: You are expected to listen to the audio program and complete the material in the Video Manual.  You must turn in all the pages on the scheduled exam date. 

Note:  All workbook exercises should be self-corrected in a red color ink.  
Attendance: MANDATORY.  Attendance will be taken at the beginning of each class.  Attendance is essential to learning a foreign language.  You will be allowed to three absences (excused or unexcused).  
Participation: Active participation is crucial in learning to speak a foreign language. Participation is determined by active, on task participation in group activities, arriving in class with homework prepared, volunteering and being prepared when called on.

Comportment: 

· No food, drinks or cell phones allowed in class! 

· Inappropriate use of English during class is cause for dismissal from class.

· Class time is for Spanish practice and you are not to work on other materials or on Spanish homework during class time.  If you are not sufficiently challenged in this class please switch to Spanish 3.

· Courtesy and consideration of fellow classmates and instructor are to be observed.  

· Cheating and disruptive behavior are intolerable in an academic environment and may result in an automatic F and/or dismissal from class.  Copying someone else’s homework or having someone do you assignments for you is cheating.  

Grading:

Your final grade will be a reflection of your daily preparation, daily class participation, performance on tests, quizzes and oral assessments, and the final exam.  These will be a test and the end of each lesson, approximately every two to three weeks.  There are no makeup tests or quizzes.  If you miss a test, the resulting grade of 0.  Test dates will always be announced in advance, but quizzes and oral assessments may no be.  Be prepared!  The final exam is mandatory unless the student has been excused by the instructor.

· If you arrive late while a quiz is already in progress you will not be allowed to enter the classroom until students are through taking the quiz.  You will receive a 0 for this quiz.

· On a test day, if you arrive after the listening comprehensive portion is in progress you will not be allowed to enter the classroom until students have completed this portion of the test.  You may enter once this portion is finished.  Be on time.
