COURSE DESCRIPTION:
Develops the process of writing, revising, and finishing short papers, including the logical development and organization of ideas. Emphasizes avoiding common writing errors; develops reading skills by reading model essays and analyzing rhetorical strategies; develops critical thinking skills by matching the structures of writing to meaning and audience, and by using writing as thinking, to explore and express ideas. Subject Prerequisites: Completion of English 252 or placement by the college assessment process.

STUDENT LEARNING OUTCOMES:
Upon successful completion of this course, students will be able to do the following:

1. Prewrite constructively to generate ideas and to determine opinions, positions, and ultimately theses and plans.

2. Respond to a prompt quickly and independently.

3. Write a developed essay with a clear thesis and support.

4. Write with some sophistication (i.e., an introduction should be more than a thesis; a conclusion should be more than a summary; the essay should have ample substance).

5. Plan and revise fairly independently, employing all stages of the writing process as necessary and appropriate.

6. Recognize and revise common errors such as problems with fragments or comma splices throughout a piece.

7. Construct idiomatically correct sentences.

8. Use a variety of essay patterns of development, including documenting sources.

9. Use MLA style with some guidance to set up papers and document sources.

The course outline will be posted on Blackboard.

CLASS PHILOSOPHY and STANDARDS:
This class is not a lecture class. It is a learner centered class that is dependent on student engagement. Writing can be difficult, but experience shows me that you can do well in this class if you do the following (and I EXPECT you to do the following): show up for EVERY SESSION AND STAY THE WHOLE SESSION, show up ON TIME, participate in group activities, do all assignments, and ask for help when you need it. By the way, following these standards also works well on the job in the real world. 

I am interested in creating a safe environment for lively classroom discussion where you can all present your ideas and points of view. Therefore, your courtesy toward everyone in this class is crucial. Rudeness of any kind will not be tolerated. I will ask you to leave the classroom and perhaps the class altogether if you are rude to anyone during a class session. Any misconduct in the classroom will be reported to administration.

ATTENDANCE:

· Each student will sign the attendance sheet at the beginning of each class session. Sessions begin on time.

·  If you leave before the end of a class session, you will be marked absent and will lose any participation points given for that session. 

· If you miss any class during the first week of the semester you may be dropped.

· Students who miss more than two (2) classes for any reason before the four-and-one-half week drop date will be dropped from the course.

· If you decide to drop the course, it is your responsibility to make the drop official in the Administrations and Records office or else possibly receive a grade of F.
· The above guidelines are meant to support your success in the class.
TARDINESS:
Class begins on time. Tardiness is tacky and disruptive to your fellow students. In order to receive participation points for an activity you need to be here when it begins. If tardy, you will not be able to join an ongoing activity and will receive no points for it.

Four (4) Essays:

· Essays will be 750 words (apx. 4 ½ pages).
· If your essay is late, you will be docked one letter grade for every day your essay is late. This includes weekend days. After the third day, I will no longer accept the essay. I do not accept essays via email.

· Should I discover while reading your essay that you have not run spell check or sufficiently proofread and edited your work, I will discontinue reading and return the essay to you. You will have one week to revise the paper (the return date will be clearly marked on your essay). The highest grade such a paper can receive is a “C”. If you do not revise the essay, you will receive a zero for the assignment and therefore fail the class.

· All essays will be in MLA format. We will go over this format in class before your first essay is due. I will return your essay ungraded if it is not in MLA format and it will be considered late.

· Failure to turn in the first essay will result in being dropped from the class. It is not possible to pass this class unless all essays are completed.
