Rationale: 
English 1A is a real college composition course. My goal is to teach you critical thinking and researching skills, as well as the skills necessary for writing a research paper. We will begin by reading and discussing essays and current articles from the texts and the Internet to which you will be writing shorter, more focused essays as a response. By the end of the semester, you will be expected to have gained an understanding of researching and evaluating sources and the ability to write a college-level research work. Little time will be spent on grammar and punctuation and it is recommended that you seek help on your own from the mentors or tutors to deal with any problem that you might be having in either area.

Course Outcomes:
To pass English 1A with a “C” or better, by the end of the semester students must demonstrate the ability to:

· Read and understand college level materials designed for an educated audience.

· Analyze readings for meaning, style, organization and literary techniques.


· Read and analyze a work of fiction.


· Write clear, understandable, concise, and appealing prose.


· Revise, edit, and proofread writing for improved clarity and style.


· Use the library and traditional and electronic reference sources for gathering information and refining broad research topics.

· Locate and use sources to explore a topic or develop or support a thesis.


· Write an argumentative research paper which incorporates scholarly sources to support a thesis and uses appropriate MLA documentation for crediting those sources and follows MLA rules.


Course Work:
Reading Assignments: Please don’t con yourself into thinking that you can pass this class without doing the assigned reading. All reading assignments are to be completed by the date indicated. You will receive a suggested reading schedule for The Tipping Point and Nineteen Eighty-Four, but remember you are expected to complete the books by the date indicated in the forthcoming course schedule. Quizzes will also be given over the reading assignments.

Reaction Papers: Occasionally, I will assign reaction papers to chosen reading assignments.  This writing is informal, meaning that it will be your thoughts in an unformatted manner. Reaction papers should be between 250-500 words, typed and double-spaced. My hope is that your papers will be a jumping off point for class discussions. I am really interested in personal takes on certain issues and I encourage you flex your deconstructive muscles.  
Essays: You will be required to write one (1) 500-word essay, two (2) 1000 word documented essays and an 8-10 page research paper. You will be given the opportunity to rewrite your first essay to improve your grade. To be considered for a grade all papers must be typewritten, double-spaced using a typewriter, word processor or computer. All papers must adhere to proper MLA format. All papers are due at the beginning of the class period on the date they are due unless otherwise indicated. I recommend that you take your papers to a mentor for help with revising, editing and proofreading prior to turning them in. Mentors are located at the Learning Center and their drop-in hours are posted on the door. Late papers will only be accepted one class period late and then dropped one (1) letter grade. No late paper will be accepted after this grace period is given and you will receive an F. Being absent is not an excuse for a late paper unless you have spoken to me directly and received permission to turn the paper in late. The research paper cannot be turned in late under any circumstance. 

Research Paper: Research papers must be argumentative and must be a minimum of 8 pages of text, double-spaced, typewritten and include a cover page and work cited/bibliography. MLA documentation style must be used throughout and at least eight (8) sources must be cited. Research papers of less than 8 pages or fewer than 2000 words total will see the grade significantly lowered. Research papers submitted without all documentation attached will be considered late and will not be graded. 

Plagiarism and Cheating:

You are expected to do your own work at all times. Incidents of plagiarism and cheating will result in an F grade on that assignment and your name will be reported to the Dean of Instruction. You must always use the sources fairly in your papers and give proper credit according to MLA guidelines. If you are unsure of how to do this correctly, please speak to me before you turn in that final draft. I have a good eye for spotting a fake and I am well versed in using the Internet.
Attendance Policy: 

Congratulations, you're in college now. With that privilege comes the responsibility to attend class on a regular basis. If you want to be successful, all reading and writing assignments must be completed by the date specified. Your commitment to my class must include good attendance, punctuality, and taking the initiative to participate in classroom discussion. My policy is that you miss no more than three classes throughout the semester. You will still be responsible to make-up any assignment(s) you may miss. A good thing to do is to buddy up with someone in class, swap e-mail addresses and/or phone numbers. I will not respond to e-mails asking me about assignments missed. It is up to you to find out the assignments on your own. Because this class will focus on current issues in politics and society, I expect a large portion of each class session to be devoted to discussion. I expect you to not only to have done the reading prior to class but also the thinking for discussion. Thinking is a requirement for this class. 
Free Writing: 

At the beginning of each class you will free write. Free write is easy and only has one rule—Write for 10 minutes nonstop. Subject matter for free write will be topical and relevant to life in America today. You are required to have a notebook that will compile all of your free writes throughout the semester. I reserve the right to collect the notebooks at any point in the semester to check the integrity of the assignment. If you choose to write about your private life, it’s cool. Just write in the margin above the free write “Private” or “Mind your own business, Mr. Stutsman.”
Assignments: 

All assignments are due at the beginning of class. Please don't miss class because you haven't done the assignment. The class time you miss will only dig the hole deeper, meaning that it will become more difficult to succeed in my class. If you have discussed your absences with me ahead of time and I have given permission for you to turn in your assignments past the due date, I must have your assignments at the beginning of the class on the day you return. The grades on late writing assignments will be reduced one letter grade for each school day the assignment is late. Papers turned in to my box will be considered late and dropped a letter grade as indicated in my policy.

Quizzes: 

There will be several reading quizzes. You can expect a quiz after each reading assignment in The Tipping Point and Nineteen Eighty-Four. Sorry, no make-up quizzes are allowed. 
Workshop Sessions: 

Workshop sessions will take place the class period before the due date for each paper. You will be given a questionnaire that will help you critique a classmate’s first draft. Workshops are critical to receiving a better grade on papers (I’ve seen some papers go up 2 grades just from participating in the activity). Critiques will be turned in with each paper, as well as a rough draft.

Requirements and Grades:

Essays: 70%

Participation: 15%

Quizzes/Free Writing: 15%

Tutoring: 

You are entitled to 2 hours free tutoring in the Learning Center, after that there is an administrative charge. Take advantage of this if you are struggling. We can talk about the possibility of extra credit if you take advantage of this option.

Class Rules:

1. Be prepared for class.  Bring your book, papers you are working on, notes, handouts, pens, pencils, etc. 

2. No talking to your neighbors while someone else is talking, including me.

3. All cell phones must be turned off upon entering class.  Do not answer a cell phone during class.  Do not look at your cell phone during class.  Do not go outside to talk on your cell phone during class, unless you have talked to me ahead of time and you are expecting some type of emergency call, in which case you must use a vibrating function, sit in the back of class and quietly exit to take the call. 
4. If you come to class late, come in and sit down quietly.  Do not ask your neighbor what we are doing.  Do not come up to me to find out what we are doing.  Wait until a break or until after class to find out what is going on. 
If you don’t follow the above rules, or are disruptive in anyway, I will ask you to leave class for the day.  If you continue to not follow the rules or to be disruptive, I will file a report with the Dean of Students. (You are disruptive if you are talking while we are doing class work, if you are doing other work besides the assigned task, if you do not follow directions, if you do not follow the above rules, if you use an inappropriate tone, etc.) 
Other Tips and such:
· Keep a copy of all your work until the end of the semester.
· Maintain a progressive attitude – Positive people tend to have positive outcomes (and the opposite is true too).

· Showing up is not enough: It’s true that being present helps you to learn, but if you do not do the assignments, you will not pass. 

· Turning work in is not enough: just doing the assignment does not warrant a passing grade. You need to be doing passing work to pass the class. 

· If you stop coming to the class, be sure to drop. It is your responsibility to do so, not mine. Forgetting to do so could earn you an “F” as a final semester grade.  Let me know if you are going to drop so that I don’t worry about you.
