This course may be taken concurrently with ESL 264LS.  ESL 264 is five levels below English IA. Students who successfully complete this course will be prepared for ESL 265. 
SUBJECT PREREQUISITES:  ESL 261I or placement through a multiple-measure process, including an appropriate score on an approved ESL placement test.

A. read and understand high-beginning texts. 

B. write paragraphs at the high-beginning level. 

C. recognize and use high-beginning grammar structures. 

D. perform basic language learning computer tasks.

· read increasingly more complex materials on a variety of topics from different sources.
· use strategies to recognize vocabulary in context.
· use strategies to increase reading comprehension and speed.

· write paragraphs and compositions in a variety of basic rhetorical styles.
· develop content, organization, and coherence to communicate effectively in written work.
· recognize and use more complex grammatical structures.
· apply editing, error-correction, and other skill-based strategies in written work.
